Kosovo Media Highlights
EULEX and KFOR hesitate about the north (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that EULEX and KFOR have entered long consultations regarding the possible actions in the north. Investigations of the European mission supported also by NATO peacekeeping forces have brought results. The case prosecutors managed to gather evidence for the main suspects of two big incidents that followed with the dispatching of Kosovo police special units in the border points 1 and 31 on 25 July. The prosecutors have evidence on the suspects who killed the police officer Enver Zymberi, as well as on the burning of the border point 1. Sources within EULEX confirmed these results and explained in anonymity conditions, that the name of the main suspect related to both cases is known. According to these sources, the suspected person is a businessman (the name known to the newsroom), who exercises his activity also within the framework of MUP structures in the north. An operational plan for the arrest of this suspect exists since last Thursday, however,  according to the sources, his frequent movements and the support that he has from the community, lead to hesitation on the fulfillment of the action. The same source stressed EULEX and KFOR’s uncertainty and indecisiveness to undertake the action of his arrest.

Merkel: Serbia’s condition for the EU, regulation of relations with Kosovo (Koha Ditore) 

Koha Ditore reports that the German Chancellor, Angela Merkel, stated in Zagreb after the meeting with the Croatian Prime Minister Jadranka Kosor, that like Croatia, all countries of the South Eastern Europe could become members of the European Union, if they fulfilled the required conditions, adding that for Serbia, one of the conditions is to regulate its relations with Kosovo. According to Merkel, it is impossible to allow among the EU, countries that leave the table of discussions when representatives of the other country are still on the other side of the table. Therefore, the German Chancellor stated that the message that she is bringing to Belgrade is to have Croatia as an example, which has regulated all the issues, including the territorial contest with Slovenia.  
Fitou: France is lobbying for new recognitions (dailies) 

Dailies report that the French Ambassador in Pristina, Jean-François Fitou, stated for Radio Dukagjini that new recognitions of Kosovo are expected soon. Fitou, who indirectly admitted that the recent recognitions are a merit of France, stated that recent recognitions do not surprise him. “The recognition wheel moves in only one direction. There will be more recognitions, not less. I know that Kosovo Government is working hard to receive as many recognitions as possible and that all Kosovo friends, including here my Government, are giving contribution in this direction,” said Fitou adding that these efforts are sometimes rewarded and sometimes they have to wait. “Of course that we are lobbying for new recognitions, we are doing this for years,” said Fitou, who expressed optimism that Kosovo will receive new recognitions soon. 

Kabashi: There was no jail in Jabllanica (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that former KLA soldier, Shefqet Kabashi, who is considered as main witness of the prosecution of Tribunal on Ramush Haradinaj, Lahi Ibrahimaj and Idriz Balaj’s trial, has refused on Monday to answer to the questions of the judicial body. Kabashi has requested to leave him alone or to imprison him, but not to force him to talk about issues that he does not want to talk. At Monday’s session, witness Kabashi stated that there was no jail in Jabllanica. 

Djelic: Serbia requests compromise for Kosovo (Epoka e Re) 

Epoka e Re reports that Serbia’s Deputy Prime Minister, Bozidar Djelic, stated for German radio DLF, that Serbia would not recognize Kosovo, but that it can make compromises. “Serbia wants objectivity from Europe,” stated Djelic adding that Serbia would not recognize Kosovo with its current borders, and that Serbia needs Europe. “We can only work through dialogue. It was not a good thing for Pristina to send special police in July beyond the administrative border. This did not bring any results. We can resolve everything through dialogue, together with Germany and the UN. There is no other way for peace and the future in Balkans,” stated Djelic
