Belgrade decides on the barricades (Koha)
Koha Ditore reports on the front page that KFOR and EULEX representatives on Saturday did not receive guarantees from northern Serbs that they will voluntarily remove the roadblocks. Both international mechanisms also failed in achieving progress in the forceful removal of barricades. Nonetheless, they found out a different address that can decide on the barricades – Belgrade. 

The paper further notes that after the meeting, the illegal mayor of Zvecan municipality, Dragisa Milovic, said he and his colleagues from northern Mitrovica, Zubin Potok and Leposavic, will hear out the position of Serbian President Boris Tadic on the matter. 

Meanwhile, EULEX issued a communiqué saying that it will continue to work with KFOR in making sure that the fundamental principle of freedom of movement will be implemented without further delay. 
Reichel: Ahtisaari gives enough, no need for new plan for north (Koha) 
Koha Ditore reports that the German Ambassador in Kosovo, Ernst Reichel, said for KIM Radio that it is important for everyone to understand that the idea for the change of the borders in Kosovo simply is not possible any more. Reichel stated that he does not believe on the possibility for the north to exist as a political unit, and assessed that any speculated, so-called Ahtisaari plus plan is unnecessary. 

“As far as Ahtisaari’s Plan is considered, I think that it is already very generous. It offers enough freedom to Serbs in Kosovo but also to the other communities in Kosovo, and I would suggest to everyone to initially read that plan and get familiar with what is written there, prior to start talking about the changes,” said Reichel.  

Fule: The north of Kosovo is part of Kosovo (dailies) 

Dailies report that the European Union Commissioner for Enlargement stressed that the northern part of Kosovo is not part of Serbia. “The region in the north of Ibër is part of Kosovo, and it is as such according to the international law,” stressed Fuele. He added that the European Commission has recommended starting the discussions with Serbia on European integration, as soon as sufficient progress is reached in relation with Kosovo. 
“We were clear on what does this mean: the principle of reciprocity, pragmatic solution in the sections such as energy, telecommunication as well as mutual acceptance of diplomas,” said Fuele. He added that establishment of the rule of law in the north should be the same as in other parts of Kosovo.

Express reports that increasing capacities for the integration of the north of Kosovo is necessary, but the creation of Ministry for the North the idea which has been launched from the Prime Minister’s advisor, Dukagjin Gorani is unnecessary, evaluate the representatives of position and opposition in Kosovo. Gorani evaluated that the request of European Commission for the comprehensive agenda for the north would mean the creation of a ministry about this issue, but Deputy Prime Minister Hajredin Kuçi, says that such an idea until now has never been raised until now in the Kosovo Government. “I can say that this is the first time I have heard about this idea. I believe that this issue needs to be discussed internally about the operational method, but we should never think to make a move which does not have particular efficiency”, says Kuçi for Radio Free Europe.
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
