Thaçi: Ready for dialogue (Express)

In an interview for the Austrian newspaper Die Presse, outgoing Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi said Dick Marty’s accusations against him will not endanger upcoming talks between Pristina and Belgrade. “We will hold the talks as planned. I am ready to meet Serbian President Boris Tadic,” Thaçi said. 

Commenting on Dick Marty’s report, Thaçi said the report is unfounded and is anti-Kosovar. “With his accusations he wants to stain two independent countries, Kosovo and Albania,” he added.

Ashton greets Thaçi’s initiative for dialogue with Tadic (Koha Ditore)

“We greet every initiative which calls for the direct dialogue of high state officials of Kosovo and Serbia,” Maja Kocijancic, a spokeswoman of EU High Representative for Foreign Policy and Security Catherine Ashton, said during an interview with Danas newspaper. Kocijancic made the statement in response to outgoing Kosovo Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi’s remarks that he is ready to meet Serbian President Boris Tadic. 
Asked if Dick Marty’s report can have an impact on the start of dialogue, Kocijancic said if Marty has evidence for his claims for organ trafficking he should hand them over to EULEX, so an investigation can be launched and concluded as soon as possible. 
Meanwhile, Koha Ditore editor-in-chief Agron Bajrami warns that it would not be wise to start dialogue before closing the story in connection to Dick Marty’s report for organ trade.
Limaj calls for a meeting of the National Security Council (dailies)

Several dailies report that outgoing Minister of Transport and Telecommunications Fatmir Limaj said yesterday that Kosovo’s security has been seriously aggravated after the publication of Dick Marty’s report. Limaj called for a meeting of the Kosovo Security Council to discuss the matter. 

In an interview for KTV, Limaj called on all state mechanisms to launch an investigation in cooperation international organizations in order to shed light on Marty’s accusations. “What I’m saying is investigations. Definitively investigations. This young state should not walk with this obstacle. Investigations. No one more than Kosovo will benefit from investigations,” Limaj was quoted as saying.
“We should call on the Council of Europe to send a group of investigators and to investigate to the end, but with independent people who can guarantee and independent and professional,” Limaj added.

Commenting on the issue, Memli Krasniqi, spokesman for the Government of Kosovo, said that a meeting of the Security Council is not necessary. “The meetings of the Security Council are regulated by law and the Constitution and it will meet as foreseen by the law,” said Krasniqi, adding that the Council meets every three months.

Konjufca: Some heads of KLA, heads of crime in Kosovo (Koha Ditore)

The paper reports that Dick Marty and the Kurti-led Vetëvendosje Movement have one thing in common – accusations for organized crime in Kosovo against some leaders of the former Kosovo Liberation Army (KLA). 
Glauk Konjufca, a Vetëvendosje activist, told Koha Ditore on Wednesday that they don’t share Marty’s position, but he repeated accusations against some KLA leaders. “Some people misused the KLA after 2000. These men spoke on behalf of the KLA until they came to power and when they came to power they misused the authority for smuggling. We think that some of them are heads of crime in Kosovo. This is true”, said Konjufca. “However, this should not be mixed with the fight of the KLA”.
EU: Elections and Marty complicate dialogue with Serbia and visas (Koha)
Koha Ditore reports that European Union officials unofficially confirm that irregularities in the elections process in Kosovo and Dick Marty’s notorious report have complicated the situation and could affect preparations for dialogue with Serbia. 

“We’ve called on Dick Marty to present evidence for his claims. But this will take time and the damage has already been done,” said an unnamed EU diplomat. “Kosovo will also be harmed by the fact that so many diplomats have confirmed serious irregularities in the elections.”

FPC: AAK electorate does not want coalition with PDK (Koha Ditore)

Citing a survey conducted by the Prishtina-based Foreign Policy Club (FPC), Koha Ditore reports in the leading front-page story that the AAK electorate would find unacceptable an eventual agreement by the party to join a coalition with the Thaçi-led Kosovo Democratic Party (PDK). Meanwhile, the electorate of Pacolli’s New Kosovo Alliance (AKR) would not be unpleased if the party decides to enter a coalition with the PDK, although they would rather prefer a coalition with the LDK. 
The FPC survey investigated the public opinion of the electorate of political parties for eventual coalitions after 12 December parliamentary elections. The survey showed that the electorate does not prefer a renewed coalition between the PDK and LDK.

“PDK and LDK have their chances to form the next coalition. If the PDK comes out victorious it will have the constitutional advantage because it will get the mandate from the acting President… LDK has its advantages because the electorate of two political parties, which have the biggest chances of entering a coalition (AAK and AKR), is more inclined toward a coalition with the LDK than with the PDK,” said FPC director Yll Hoxha. 
Pacolli and Kusari with separate positions (Express)

Express reports on the front page that AKR leader Behxhet Pacolli and his deputy Mimoza Kusari have separate positions on the coalition with the PDK and members of the government. Pacolli is quoted as saying in the paper that Kusari’s position vis-à-vis outgoing Transport Minister Fatmir Limaj is personal and does not represent the position of the AKR. Kusari namely had stated earlier that she would not join a government with Limaj.  “I absolutely stand behind my statement. I have nothing to add and I don’t want to comment on statements of other people. This is my position and my legitimate right,” Kusari said.

Calmy-Rey: Kosovo’s recognition was not hasty (dailies)

Dailies report that Swiss Foreign Minister, Micheline Calmy-Rey, has called for urgent investigations into Dick Marty’s accusations against outgoing Kosovo Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi. Calmy-Rey defended Switzerland’s recognition of Kosovo’s independence saying that the strategy of her country was not bad, while bearing in mind that the proposal for independence came from UN mediator Martti Ahtisaari who has been the Nobel Peace Prize.
