No unified list of laws for the Progress Report (Koha)
Koha Ditore reported on the front page on Sunday that the heads of parliamentary groups have agreed in principle to work throughout August in order to meet the legislation agenda that stemmed as an obligation from the latest Progress Report of the European Commission. The paper noted that what is even more essential is that there is no unified list of laws that need to be adopted before September 1st. Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi says there are 21 laws that the Assembly needs to adopt, Assembly Speaker Jakup Krasniqi says there are 32 laws while European Integration Minister Vlora Çitaku said there are 49 such laws.
Pacolli: I have nothing to do with Beqaj (Koha)

The paper reported on Sunday that Principal Deputy Prime Minister Behxhet Pacolli said he has nothing to do with Economic Development Minister Besim Beqaj when asked to comment on Beqaj’s accusations that his activities outside the country are done only for his own personal gains. 

“I read about this today. I don’t want to think that Mr. Beqaj is involved in conspiracies. I have nothing to do with Mr. Beqaj. My partner is the Prime Minister and I talk to him,” Pacolli was quoted as saying. 

Kusari-Lila: trucks from Serbia to return where they came from (dailies) 

Dailies report that Kosovo’s Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Trade and Industry, Mimoza Kusari Lila, expressed determination on implementation of the decision on reciprocity for Serbian goods and ten percent tax for those from Bosnia. During a visit at the border points 1 and 31 in the north of the country and the border point in Merdare, Kusari-Lila requested that the trucks stopped at neutral zone, five in Kosovo side and three in the Serbian one, to return where they came from. The only “facilitation” offered to the drivers of the trucks, was to be able to enter Kosovo to make a turn, in order to get back to Serbia.   

Change the schedule (Express) 

Express reports that the agreement of the parties on the timeframe for presidential elections might change. According to its sources, this daily reports that it is possible for the election of President to be held at the same time with the parliamentary and local elections, in autumn of 2013. This is an option discussed among some accredited diplomats in Kosovo and some of the representatives of the political parties, reports this daily adding that Behxhet Pacolli and LDK object the option. 
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
