Thaçi “in war” for the north (dailies) 

Dailies report that one month after the action of the Kosovo Police special unit to take under control border points 1 and 31, Kosovo’s Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi, admitted publicly in front of the Kosovo Assembly that there are no police or customs officers but only NATO troops, at the border point in Jarinje,. However, he expressed optimism that as soon as the required conditions for their physical safety are created, the local staff will return there. Thaçi stated that the 25 July action was only the first phase of establishment of the constitutional order in that part of the country. According to him, the initial steps will be to bring in front of the justice “Serb criminals and paramilitaries” that killed the police officer Enver Zymberi and burned the customs points. “Criminal gangs in the north, dictated by Belgrade politics, are not only a danger for our country, but for the entire Europe,” said Thaçi. He pledged that all smugglers of goods, that harmed Kosovo budget for years, would be also brought to justice. “We cannot tolerate for a part of our country to be the black hole of the entire Europe. We cannot tolerate for a part of our fatherland to serve for smuggling and we cannot allow violation of sovereignty of our country forever,” said Thaçi. “EULEX was informed for three years now about the situation in the north…It hesitated to be supporter of the actions of the institutions for law and order, however, after the actions of Kosovo Government, EULEX stated that it wants and that it is ready to work in accordance with the Constitution and the laws in power in Kosovo, proving the cooperation with joint actions,” said Thaçi. 

According to Express, PM Thaçi stated that he has clear and full support of the internationals to establish law and order in the north. 

Merkel requests removal of parallel structures in the north (dailies)

Dailies report on the visit of Germany’s Chancellor Angela Merkel, to Belgrade, on Tuesday. Merkel brought important messages for the progress of Serbia, and she praised President Boris Tadic, for the reforms and cooperation with the Hague Tribunal. According to Koha Ditore, Merkel brought three messages for the progress of Serbia, in order to receive the status of the candidate: results in the discussions with Kosovo, EULEX deployment and its action in the entire territory of Kosovo and removal of parallel structures. “We believe that Serbia has its place in the European Union. We are against unilateral moves for the solution of the problem of Kosovo, but we expect a concrete progress and concrete achievements in the discussions of Belgrade and Pristina,” said Merkel. 

Buhler: KFOR supports the police on catching the violators in the north (Koha Ditore) 

Koha Ditore reports that KFOR Commander Erhard Buhler, stated on Tuesday in Vitia that those responsible for the violent events in the north of Kosovo, will face justice. He stressed that KFOR is engaged to assure calm security situation in the north, as foreseen in the agreement, while the police is investigating to bring those responsible for the violent protests, in front of the justice. “Police has made good advancements and we are ready to support the police on this direction,” said Buhler. 
Serbs remove half of the barricade (Zëri) 

Zëri reports that representatives of the four municipalities in the north, decided on Tuesday to remove half of the barricade in village Rudare, where the road towards customs point 1 in the north, has been blocked for a month now. Serbia’s state secretary at the Ministry for Kosovo, Oliver Ivanovic, confirmed this decision of the so-called headquarters of the Serb municipalities in the north. Even though KFOR and Kosovo Police were not informed about this, Ivanovic stated that northern municipalities wanted to show that they are for the solution of the situation by dialogue. “Serbs want the problem of the north to become part of the discussions between Belgrade and Pristina, that are expected to be held in Brussels in September, and to reach an agreement by asking Brussels and not Pristina,” said Ivanovic. 

Bogdanovic: Serbia will react in Kosovo (Zëri) 

Zëri reports that Serbia’s so-called Minister for Kosovo, Goran Bogdanovic, stated that Serbia is considering very seriously the announcements of Kosovo authorities that they will extend the action of the institutions in the north, before 15 September. According to this daily, Bogdanovic, who is considered to have orchestrated  the violence in the north, said that Serbia is ready to react on Pristina’s eventual new action, adding that this does not implicate violence, “because everyone knows that we do not have army or police in Kosovo,” said Bogdanovic.

Koha Ditore reports that Kosovo Prime Minister, Hashim Thaçi, has assured the citizens of Pristina and Tirana that they will have the possibility to travel from one city to another without interruption in the road of nation, next year. “This project would not make any sense without the establishment of the rule of law in the north. Both projects the one for the highway and that of the rule of law in the north are related to the development of Kosovo, rule of law and integration for all citizens of the country,” said Thaçi.

RTK in its main news editions continues to construct information, concerning LDK even when LDK press releases  are concerned.” As an example, this party mentioned that on Monday, during the main news edition, RTK, constructed a debate on the issues that not concern that day’s press release issued by LDK, or the developments at LDK.
Limaj to face the court today (Zëri)

Zëri reports that former commander Çeliku, at present deputy of Kosovo Assembly, Fatmir Limaj, together with his nine co-fighters, is expected to appear in front of the district court in Pristina today, where the session for confirmation of the charges is expected to take place. Charges raised from Special Prosecutor, Maurizio Salustro, accuse Limaj and the others on commitment of war crimes in the village of Kleçkë, Malisheva municipality.
