Kosovo Media Highlights

Increase of EULEX presence in the north, in coordination with Belgrade (Koha Ditore)
Koha Ditore reports that the head of European mission in Kosovo – EULEX, Xavier de Marnhac, in the second day of his visit to Belgrade, talked with officials of the Serb state in connection with increasing the activities of the European mission in the north of Kosovo and the functionality of rule of law there. “The head of mission has emphasized the importance of fighting organized crime, in particular of drug and weapons trafficking”, informed EULEX’s information office, emphasizing that the head of the mission has announced increased activity in this part of Kosovo. “EULEX will increase the presence and its activities in the north”, de Marnhac was cited as saying. He also talked about the importance of solving recent incidents in this part of Kosovo.

Kosovo Police officer killed in Grabanica (dailies)

Papers report that a member of the Kosovo Police Arben Sejdiu was killed Monday evening by as yet unidentified persons in his home village of Grabanica, Klina. Two other persons that were with Sejdiu at the time were wounded in the attack. The victims were inside the house owned by one of Sejdiu’s family members when shots were fired from outside. Police officials in Pec/Peja said they searched six houses in Klina municipality and interviewed ten persons as part of the investigations into the incident.

Suspected attack on EULEX (dailies)

Dozens of the Kosovo Police and EULEX yesterday surrounded the vehicle which was in use by the head of EULEX executive police, James Albricht, after a broken window in the car was reported. Police and EULEX could not conclude whether this was really an attack on the EULEX official. Police were looking for casings in the vicinity suspecting that the window was broken as a result of gunfire but EULEX Spokeswoman Karin Limdal told Koha Ditore that it was confirmed there was no shooting at the scene. 

Feith: EU, the closest Kosovo partner (dailies)

EU Special Representative Pieter Feith, during a visit to Berlin where he is meeting officials of the German government, the Bundestag and civil society representatives, said that the EU is one of the closest partners of Kosovo. “The Kosovo dialogue on the Stabilization and Association Process, although not a contractual relation with the EU, presents a process that links Kosovo to a broader European perspective,” said Feith. He added further that Kosovo is actively creating relations with its neighbours and partners in the region but noted that there are still important challenges with regards to Kosovo’s regional cooperation. Feith said the future Pristina-Belgrade dialogue would have to serve as a new era in the regional cooperation context. 

Fuele: Kosovo also a precondition for Serbia’s EU membership (Epoka e Re)

Based on Serbian media, Epoka e Re reports that ‘a constructive approach toward Kosovo’ and ‘full cooperation with The Hague Tribunal’ are Serbia’s preconditions for EU integration. This was the message of the European Commissioner for Enlargement Stefan Fuele, conveyed to Serbian President Boris Tadic during a meeting held Tuesday in Belgrade. According to Fuele, the date of Serbia’s membership in the EU depends mostly on Serbia. “It is of major importance for Serbia to develop a constructive approach in relation to Kosovo, therefore the determination for dialogue with Pristina is encouraged,” said Fuele. 

Rexhepi says that Kosovo is ready for visa dialogue (dailies)

Koha Ditore report that while talking in the meeting of EU Foreign Ministers with their Balkans counterparts, Kosovo Minister of Interior Affairs, Bajram Rexhepi, said that Kosovo is ready to start the dialogue about visas with the EU and to fulfill the criteria from this process. “We have undertaken some proactive steps in this direction: we have approved the law about repatriation, and the strategy of the action plan over the reintegration of repatriated persons, we are digitalizing all the books of civil registry and we have launched the tender for biometric passports”, he said as he counted a few of the activities which Kosovo is undertaking to start the dialogue on visas with the EU.

Prime Minister incites unionists (Zëri)

Representatives of administration, health and police unions have reacted to the promise of Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi to increase teachers’ salaries by 50 percent by saying the decision is discriminating and unjust. Other unionists demanded an increase of their salaries as well and called on the government to look at all employees in the same manner and not discriminate against the bigger part of society. 

No talks on the courts in the north (Zëri)

After announcements that the issue of courts in north Mitrovica will be addressed in Pristina-Belgrade talks, the Kosovo authorities ruled out the possibility. Government spokesperson Memli Krasniqi said Kosovo does not consider Serbia a partner in its internal issues. “The issue of the court in the north does not concern Serbia. Courts in the north will open within the fastest timeframe possible,” said Krasniqi.

Sejdiu travels to the U.S. on holiday (Koha Ditore)

The paper reports that former Kosovo President and former LDK leader Fatmir Sejdiu has travelled to the U.S. Sejdiu confirmed the reports and said he is visiting close friends in the country. However, sources close to Sejdiu family told the paper that the former president went to the U.S. after all the stress he experienced in recent times while yet another source said Sejdiu intends to stay for a longer period of time in the U.S. and maybe even live there from now on.

Tadic: Dialogue could bring a solution (Epoka e Re) 

Epoka e Re reports that Serbia’s President Boris Tadic said on Tuesday that a compromise and an acceptable solution for both parties can be found only through dialogue between Belgrade and Pristina. “I consider that this dialogue is very important. Dialogue could bring solutions. The conflict between Serbs and Albanians exists, not between Serbia and Kosovo, because we do not recognize Kosovo’s independence,” said Tadic for Russian broadcaster Russia Today. Asked whether Kosovo or the EU is Serbia’s priority, Tadic said that when he became a president, he had two strategic goals: Serbia’s membership in the EU and defense of its territorial sovereignty and integrity. 

Nojkic: Participation of Serbs in elections enforces the position of Belgrade (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that the representative of the Serb joint list, Randjel Nojkic, has evaluated today that participation of Serbs in the parliamentary elections in Kosovo enforces the position of Belgrade in eventual talks with Pristina. Nojkic told B92 that the dilemma concerning if it should be participated in elections does not exist at all and has warned that the Serb joint list will take part in those elections without considering the recommendations of Belgrade. Extraordinary parliamentary elections in Kosovo will be held on 12 December. He said that Serbs, while entering into Kosovar institutions, will be able to represent interests of the Serb community and with much less reluctance from Belgrade officials, who are finding themselves in the process of association in the European Union.

Konuzin: Russia supports any position of Serbia toward Kosovo (Epoka e Re)

Epoka e Re reports that Russia’s Ambassador to Belgrade Aleksandar Konuzin, said at a lecture held at Philosophical Faculty in Belgrade that Russia will support the solution of Kosovo’s problem that suits Serbian society. “The Russian position on Kosovo’s problem is quite wide. Any decision that Serbia will make, we will support it,” said Konuzin, adding that the two countries could have different positions regarding the tactical actions related to this issue, however, “Moscow’s position remains the same.”
