Valley without Pristina’s support for division (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that Pristina does not want to become involved with the Albanian community  in southern Serbia, whether they are going to be independent of Serbia or not.  “My principle is this: Albanians where ever they are, be that in Albania, Kosovo, Macedonia, Preseva, cannot play the role of paternalism, neither of the father , nor the mother, we are brothers and not smaller or bigger brothers and in this direction everyone has its own policy”, said Deputy Prime Minister Hajredin Kuçi. “Kosovo was for full compliance with the borders then and it still is today, it is for European integration, for regional cooperation and not for changes which may generate crisis”, added Kuçi. 
Croatia supports region’s EU integration (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that the Head of the Croatian Parliament Luka Bebic said that his country supports the European perspective of the whole region and will apply the policies of integration equally, meaning also towards Serbia. “If Serbia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Montenegro, Kosovo and Macedonia do not become members of the EU, we cannot be happy”, stated Bebic, while expressing his conviction that not Serbia nor any other country can become a member of the EU without fulfilling necessary criteria. According to him, Croatia supports the territorial integrity of Kosovo, and at the same time it supports the efforts to solve the problems with Serbia through dialogue.

Jahjaga: Croatian community will be included in the Constitution (dailies)

All dailies report that the President of Republic of Kosovo, Atifete Jahjaga, has given guarantees to the Head of the Croatian Parliament, Luka Bebic, that the Croatian community in Kosovo will be included in the constitution and will have the same rights as all other communities. She expressed this during a meeting with Bebic.

Kosovo does not recognize Palestine (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that Palestine as a state cannot expect recognition from Kosovo. Deputy Prime Minister of Kosovo, Hajredin Kuçi, said that as far as it concerns the state of Palestine, Kosovo shares the stance of the US and the EU. “Kosovo takes the same stance regarding this as the US and the EU. We support the US and the EU and we fully coordinate about the world policies”, said Deputy Prime Minister, Kuçi.

Fahredin Gashi sentenced to 18 years in jail (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that the District Court found former KLA member Fahredin Gashi, guilty of murder during the events of 15 June 1999 when Salih Gashi was executed at his house in Varigoc, municipality of Lipjan during a joint action with Nazim Bllaca, whom is currently on trial. 

Feith optimistic about the talks (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that the International Civilian Representative, Peter Feith, has expressed optimism and praise for the talks between Pristina and Belgrade.  He expressed his approval of the agreements achieved to date during a visit to the newly created municipalities in Partesh and Kllokot. Thee he also emphasized the implementation of these agreements must be done in order to move forward in other fields such as telecommunication and electricity. Regarding the situation in the north of the country, Feith expressed that everyone wants to freedom of movement to return and the rule of law reestablished.
Opposition: Thaçi’s promises for motorways are political (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that promise by Thaci to construct a second motorway between Pristina  and Hani I Elezit is unaffordable for the Kosovo budget. Such an infrastructure project would bring the country to collapse, said opposition parties and economists, one day after Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi, during his stay in Vitia, promised the building of the second highway and the beginning of the procedures for the building of the third motorway. According to them, this project is not realistic for the next five years. “If we want to rescue ourselves from financial collapse due to the motorway already started, we better not talk about a second one. But, we should not be concerned, the words of Prime Minister are simple political statements in his campaign for reelection”, said the member of the AAK presidency, Haki Shatri. 

Misinterpreted about EULEX (Epoka e Re)

Epoka e Re reports that Deputy Prime Minister, Edita Tahiri has again complainted about the misinterpretation of her statements regarding EULEX by Serbian media. The Serbian news agency Beta reported that the Kosovar negotiator told journalists in Brussels that the EU mission in Kosovo is not status neutral towards Kosovo. “I did not mention the position of EULEX on status, I stated that international missions, when they enter another country, which they have been invited to, respect their laws”, said Edita Tahiri, for KosovaTimes.net
Kacin: Serbia as it is, not even for a candidate status (Kosova Sot)

Kosova Sot reports that the European Union rapporteur for Serbia, Jelko Kacin, said Wednesday that since Serbia has not implemented the agreements achieved during the dialogue with Kosovo, it is not sure that on 9 December it will receive candidate status for EU membership. “Until today Serbia has not had a clear and understandable message, from which it would be evident whether or not it has decided to implement the agreements reached with Pristina, which is crucial to the progress towards achieving candidate status”, said Kacin during a meeting with Kosovo Deputy Prime Minister, Slobodan Petrovic, in Brussels, reports REL. Also, Finland has announced that it will reject Serbia’s bid for candidate if it does not take a constructive approach towards Republic of Kosovo.
Lajcak: Serbia should implement obligations deriving from the dialogue (Kosova Sot) 

Kosova Sot reports that the Executive Director for Europe and Central Asia, at the European Service for Foreign Policies, Miroslav Lajcak, said that it is important to include more political issues in the dialogue between Kosovo and Serbia. He stated that it is important not only for Belgrade and Pristina, but also for the EU and the US to know that they can sit at the same table and discuss the issues that are first of all important to the people, but also to politics.  He believes that disagreements on the border points in the north of Kosovo should also be discussed. Lajcak said that he does not want to predict the decisions of the European leaders. However he added that EU countries want to see implementation of the obligations that Serbia accepted at the dialogue with Pristina.
