Kosor brings in Pristina Merkel’s (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that the Croatian Prime Minister, Jadranka Kosor, during her visit in Pristina expressed support for the territorial integrity of Kosovo and the advancement of the newest state in Europe. Kosor said that Kosovars can find Croatia as their best friend in the Southeastern Europe. On Wednesday, Croatian Prime Minister expressed support to the conditions that Chancellor Merkel has placed for Serbia, in order to  receive the candidacy status for the membership in the EU. “Territorial integrity and cultivation of equal rights for every individual, citizen or community, are the issues which Croatia supports continuously,” said Croatian Prime Minister, Jadranka Kosor, adding that dialogue is the best way for the solution of problems.

Limaj: Judicial process against me has started in Belgrade, not in Pristina (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that Kosovo MP Fatmir Limaj stated that the judicial process against him has started in Belgrade and not in Pristina. Limaj made this statement at the confirmation session, in front of the judicial body, consisted from EULEX judges. Dailies report that Limaj and nine other KLA members have been charged for war crimes by EULEX Prosecutor, Maurizio Salustro. Limaj said that Prosecution for war crimes in Serbia has opened investigation against him in 2009, and this according to him, is being carried on by EULEX in Pristina. Deputy Head of PDK is charged with five points of the accusation, two for war crimes against civilian population and three for war crimes against the prisoners of war, including murder.

Against Chancellor (Express)

Express reports that Serbian Government Officials have stated that the request of German Chancellor, Angela Merkel to remove the parallel structures, is unacceptable for Serbia. Merkel told on Wednesday Serbian President Boris Tadic that relations with Kosovo should improve and parallel structures in the northern part of Kosovo should be removed, if Serbia wants to become a candidate for the membership in the European Union. In the joint press conference, Tadic did not object Merkel’s request, however, 24 hours later, the so-called Minister for Kosovo, Goran Bogdanovic, did so. “Institutions of Serbia are necessary for the Serb community in Kosovo and we are not going to give them up, we are not going to close them, because this would mean giving up from our wish to keep Kosovo,” said Bogdanovic, for Beta news agency. Newspaper reports that no other senior official of the Serbian Government has made a public statement that would reject conditions of Chancellor Angela Merkel. According to Bogdanovic, all the requests to remove the so-called parallel structures for Serbs in Kosovo, are absolutely unacceptable.

ROSU appears in the north for a regular training (dailies) 

Dailies report that Kosovo Police elite unit appeared on Wednesday in the north of Kosovo. The convoy of 30 vehicles of the special unit did not go to this part to undertake any action for the investigations that are going on regarding the events at this part of Kosovo inhabited mainly by Serbs one month ago. Through an exercise in Leposavic and in the south Mitrovica, ROSU showed in the morning its skills and readiness to respond on the situations that could be created there. Kosovo Prime Minister Thaçi did not want to comment ROSU exercise, but he implicated that this was a demonstration to show that Kosovo institutions are still on the alert. “Illegal structures that exist in the north will dissolve. Those who have violated the law will face the justice and there will be no compromise on this direction,” said Thaçi. “Kosovo Government recommendation and decision for all security mechanisms to be on alert, is in power,” said Thaçi. 

A press release issued by the Police says that police exercises are taking place in several parts of the Republic Kosovo, including Mitrovica region, and that such exercises are expected to be held also in the future. 

Buehler: Special units were in Mitrovica only for a usual exercise (Epoka e Re)

Epoka e Re reports that KFOR Commander, Erhard Buehler, also stated that special units were in Mitrovica only for a usual exercise, and denied that they have crossed in the northern part. General Buhler, said at the press conference after the meeting with Croatian Prime Minister, Jadranka Kosor, that police forces intended to cross in the four villages inhabited mainly by Serbs in north Mitrovica. Buhler said that KFOR is ready to help Kosovo police and EULEX to arrest the responsible for killing Enver Zymberi and those who burned border point in Jarinje. 
Pack: Serbia should behave correctly (dailies) 

Dailies report that Euro-Deputy Doris Pack, said on Wednesday for Radio Dukagjini, that if Serbia wants to become an equal member of the European Union, it should respect the rules, where good relations with the surrounding countries are also included. According to her, Serbia should give up the parallel structures and tell the people in Mitrovica that in the future they cannot behave as they did so far. “We will request from Serbia to behave correctly. Initially, it should dissolve the parallel structures and have good neighboring relations, so we can move step by step and finally request from Serbia to respect Kosovo state,” said Pack. “Serbia cannot join the EU without promising that it will not block Kosovo’s path towards EU,” said Pack, adding that border points in the north should be under Kosovo control.
