Kosovo gets green light from EUROSTAT for census (dailies)

Kosovo has received approval from the highest international statistical institute, EUROSTAT, to begin the population and household census in April of next year, papers report. EUROSTAT director Pieter Everaers said in Pristina that Kosovo is ready to conduct the census in spring of next year “based on highest international standards.” He added that there are still some technical issues that Kosovo needs to address but the main things have already been covered. Everaers said he expects the Kosovo Serb population to take part in the process which he stressed is technical and not political.
PDK nominates Hashim Thaçi for prime ministerial post (dailies)

In a party convention, the leader Hashim Thaçi was nominated for the post of the Kosovo prime minister in a new government. Hajredin Kuçi, who announced the decision of the PDK, said Thaçi is a figure who has managed to overcome many challenges. “Each and everyone of you in this room and outside it in the world know the name of the man known as a liberator in Kosovo, as a politician and statesman with world fame,” said Kuçi. Thaçi, in his acceptance speech, promised visa liberalization, NATO membership and Kosovo’s approximation to the EU. 

Mustafa accuses Krasniqi of Constitutional breach (Koha Ditore)

LDK leader Isa Mustafa has accused the acting president Jakup Krasniqi of breaching the Constitution of Kosovo by taking part in political activities on behalf of PDK. “PDK should answer on constitutional breaches, Hashim Thaçi should have resigned because he violated the Constitution in the Rahovec case. The Constitution is being breached even today by the acting president Jakup Krasniqi who is undertaking party campaigns on the ground,” said Mustafa. 

Gjini: Ramush will be back before new prime minister is appointed (Koha Ditore)

In an interview for the paper, AAK deputy leader Ardian Gjini expressed his belief that the party leader Ramush Haradinaj, currently awaiting retrial at The Hague, will be back before the president of Kosovo appoints the persons who will form the next government. “We are certain he will be back to Kosovo very soon and we think that the time between holding elections, certifying results, constituting the Assembly, choosing the president of the Assembly, selecting the president, will be the time that almost completely corresponds to Ramush Haradinaj’s return to Kosovo,” said Gjini specifying that they expect Haradinaj’s trial to end before March. 

CEC certifies final results of elections in Rahovec (Koha Ditore)

After the closure of the official timetable for complaints, the Central Election Commission (CEC) has certified the extraordinary elections in Rahovec, where in a runoff will be racing Ibrahim Kryeziu from LDK and Smajl Latifi from AAK.

ENEMO with over 150 observers for elections (Zëri)

Over 150 international observers from the European network of election monitoring organizations – ENEMO – will arrive in Kosovo to monitor the 12 December elections. A team of nine members is currently staying in Pristina, preparing the ground for the arrival of another team that will stay longer. However, the vast number of observers are expected to be on the ground on Election Day said the head of the mission, Zlatko Vujovic from Montenegro. Vujovic said ENEMO will monitor both the election campaign as well as the voting process. 

Giffoni sees the participation of Serbs in elections as favorable for themselves (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that the Italian Ambassador in Kosovo, Michael Giffoni, is in favour of Serbs participating in extraordinary elections of 12 December. “We have signals, but it remains with the Serb community to decide if they will or will not participate in the election process. Through participation in elections they can regulate all undone jobs which came out from the decentralization process in municipalities where they are coming from”, said Giffoni on Thursday. “With participation in elections they can solve a list of concerns which they have in the place they live”, said Giffoni. 

Belgrade has determined the platform for dialogue with Pristina (Epoka e Re)

Epoka e Re reports that the authorities in Belgrade have determined the platform for the future dialogue with Pristina, which is based in the resolution of the general assembly on Kosovo, while they have also appointed the members of the team, in which there are no highly political personalities, announced Serb media. “The details of this platform have not yet made public, because its publication would mean throwing the cards before the game begins, but we evaluate that this would not be useful”, Oliver Ivanovic, Secretary of State in the Ministry for Kosovo, confirmed to the Danas newspaper.

Bogdanovic encourages Serbs to participate in elections (Epoka e Re)

Epoka e Re reports that the Serb government will respect Serbs who are going to be involved in Kosovo institutions, stated Goran Bogdanovic, Minister for Kosovo in the Serb government. “We don’t want in any way to divide Serbs. Those who work in the interest of the Serb community and all Kosovo citizens will have the absolute support of the government”, said Bogdanovic. The Branch for Kosovo of the Democratic Party of Serbia (DSS) has accused the Serb Minister for Kosovo, Goran Bogdanovic, of being obliged, in the name of Serb government, to encourage the participation of Serbs in elections organized by Pristina. In an announcement of the branch, it says that for this decision Bogdanovic has the blessings of the head of Democratic Party (DS), Boris Tadic. The party of Vojislav Kostunica has accused Bogdanovic and the DS of being in contradiction with their official slogan “treason does not have an alternative”.

Admiral Locklear: The people of Kosovo decide the future of KSF (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that for the future of Kosovo Security Force (KSF) will be decided by the people of Kosovo, said the Commander of Joint NATO Forces in Naples, Admiral Samuel J. Locklear III after a meeting with KSF Minister Fehmi Mujota, during the visit to the Ministry of KSF.

Lunacek: The EU five, an obstacle (Infopress)
Infopress reports that Euro-deputy Ulrike Lunacek said for Radio Kosova that delays in the start of the dialogue for liberalization of visas for Kosovo is happening due to obstacles from the five EU countries that have not recognized Kosovo. However she added that Kosovo will not be left out of this process. “I always argue that if Serbia has benefited from liberalization of visas in October, then, Kosovo should start dialogue on this process at the same time,” said Lunacek. 

Bugarin: We do not recognize Kosovo stamps (Infopress)

The Head of the Serbian Chamber of Commerce, Milos Bugarin, expects the trade exchange issue with Kosovo to be addressed in the Belgrade-Pristina talks. He however stressed that Serbia cannot recognize the stamps of a country which it does not accept exists. “The stamp should either say UNMIK Kosovo, or UNMIK 1244 but not Republic of Kosovo because this for Serbia is illegal,” said Bugarin. 

Faruk and Hysi the first accused (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that 11 years after the killing of Salih Gashi the special prosecutor Maorizio Salustro has read out the indictment to Fahredin Gashi, known by the nickname “Faruku”. He is accused of war crimes against the civil population that, in interaction with Nazim Bllaca, has killed Salih Gashi. Bllaca has been announced as a cooperative witness in this act. Asked by the EULEX judge Claus Jang, Fahredin Gashi, who was arrested on 13 July this year and who has been in custody since 19 August, declared he is not guilty. Close to Fahredin was seated Hysri Rama, in the capacity of the accused. For helping the perpetrators after committing the criminal acts, Rama is accused of helping Fahredin Gashi to avoid being caught.
