Kosovo Media Highlights
Bildt requests opening of discussions on the north (Koha Ditore) 

Koha Ditore reports that if the European Union accepts the new proposal of the Swedish Foreign Minister Carl Bildt, the north of Kosovo will be on the agenda during the two political discussions; one is the dialogue mediated by Robert Cooper in Brussels, and the other, the structured EU dialogue with Kosovo. 

In a letter that the representative of Swedish diplomacy sent to the EU High Representative for Foreign Policy and Security, Catherine Ashton, and to the EU Commissioner for Enlargement Stefan Fuele, he insists that the north of Kosovo is currently more divided than ever, and as a result the EU is between being firm on rejecting partition of Kosovo and being realistic regarding a solution for the north. 

Koha Ditore claims to posses a copy of this letter, dated 17 November 2011, where Bildt reportedly requests the dialogue in Brussels to go “beyond narrowly defined technical issues.”  

At the same time, Bildt requests the European Commission to initiate a separate structured dialogue with Kosovo, to address the north of the country, “for a better outreach to the Kosovo Serbs community.” 

Van Rompuy requests Serbia’s further steps in dialogue with Kosovo (dailies) 

Dailies report that six most senior Serbian officials have visited Brussels and held meetings at many EU institutions, in an effort to gain support for Serbia’s bid for candidate status that will be discussed at the Summit of the EU countries in Brussels, on 9 December. Koha Ditore reports that Serbia’s Deputy Prime Minister Ivica Dacic, was waited by senior officials of the European Union, on the same day that he stated that “Serbia should not exclude war for Kosovo.”
Dailies report that Serbia’s President Boris Tadic, met with the EU President Herman Van Rompuy on Friday and later participated at the Summit of European Socialists. 
According the dailies, the EU President reminded Tadic that more steps should be made on the dialogue with Pristina. "While acknowledging the latest results in the dialogue between Belgrade and Pristina, I encouraged President Tadic to take further steps to assure EU member states that Serbia is seriously engaged in the talks,” Van Rompuy said in a statement after the meeting. 
Commission requests Government to forget rhetoric and face the situation in the north (dailies) 

Dailies report that Kosovo Assembly Commission for internal affairs and security, held an urgent meeting on Friday, during which time it requested the Kosovo Government, KFOR and EULE, to end the agony in the north of the country, and establish law and order in accordance with the Constitution of Kosovo. “Four months is sufficient for all security mechanisms to identify the actors behind criminal deeds, the methods that they have been using, as well as the direct presence of Serbian state instruments that are committing aggression on Kosovo’s territory,” said head of this Commission, Ahmet Isufi. 
Kuçi “advises” UNMIK chief (dailies) 

Dailies report that Kosovo’s Deputy Prime Minister Hajredin Kuçi, has advised UNMIK chief Farid Zarif, to pay more attention to the transformation of his mission, than to the issues that are being discussed between Brussels, Pristina, and Belgrade. “He should not seek a new mandate, because we are not going to give it,” warned Kuçi. According to him, UNMIK should transform into a UN office, which would serve as a bridge between Kosovo and the UN. “Otherwise, it does not have a new mandate, it does not have a mandate to represent Kosovo, and its actions should be in accordance with our Constitution,” said Kuçi. 

Dailies report that Zarif stated a day earlier for Radio Dukagjini that it is not a crime for Kosovo Government to agree after three years with the proposal for the integrated management of the border with Serbia, which in a way, was part of the six point plan of the UN Secretary General, Ban Ki-moon. 

EULEX: Barricades impede arrests (Koha Ditore) 

According to Koha Ditore criminal groups in the north can attack KFOR, kill police officers and continue with their quiet lives. With the barricades in the streets, members of those groups should not be concerned that they could be arrested by EULEX. The EU mission finds it impossible to commence any operation, and as a result, investigations, be it for the murder of police officer Enver Zymberi, or both attacks on KFOR, are still just investigations. This daily adds that 25 cases of organized crime have been investigated by EULEX, however, despite the support of all relevant actors, no arrest has been made. 

EULEX Spokesperson, Francoise Lambert, said for Koha Ditore that the movement of the mission is hindered. “Due to the current situation in the north and the impact of this situation on EULEX capacities to move freely, the mission finds it very difficult to commence operations and other procedures on the rule of law, especially at the District Court in Mitrovica. This should be bared in mind every time when arrests are concerned,” said Lambert. 

Kuçi: Dacic is a child (dailies) 

Dailies report that Kosovo’s Deputy Prime Minister Hajredin Kuçi, replied to the announcement of his Serbian counterpart, Ivica Dacic, that Belgrade might also fight for Kosovo. “Dacic’s statements are those of Milosevic. I thought that he would change and grow up, however it appears that he has remained the same child, as he used to be,” said Haradinaj. He further stated that Kosovo institutions have information about Serbia’s parallel structures in the north. “We have information that there are members of Serbian MUP there and the information is verifiable.  Of course, I believe that we will be without a compromise on this, too. In one way or another, this is Serbia’s aggression over that part of the territory, however we will undertake our legal measures,” said Kuçi. 
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
