Kosovo Media Highlights

LDK, the only one that wants a technical government (Koha Ditore)
Koha Ditore reported on the front page on Sunday that no political party which has secured seats in the Parliament of Kosovo, is supporting LDK leader Isa Mustafa’s idea for a technical government to lead the country until September next year. The Alliance for the Future of Kosovo (AAK), who was seen as closest to the LDK, has ruled out the possibility of supporting Mustafa’s idea for a technical government. The AAK’s condition for either PDK or LDK to be in the government is for Ramush Haradinaj to be given the post of Prime Minister. Vetëvendosje too is against the formation of a technical government, while Pacolli’s New Kosovo Alliance (AKR) is the only Albanian political party which has announced the start of negotiations with the PDK for the new ruling coalition.

Vetëvendosje: Thaçi’s veterans (Express)

In one of the front-page stories on Sunday, Express reports that Vetëvendosje has reacted against accusations by the leader of the KLA War Veterans who accused the movement’s leader Albin Kurti for cooperating with Serbian secret services. “The Vetëvendosje Movement is not a service, it has no services within it and it doesn’t meet with secret services. We are with the people and by the people. We do not deal with slanders by charlatans such as Muharrem Xhemajli who steal votes for the PDK. Everything that comes from former government members and their tools is in the service of future negotiations with Serbia,” read a Vetëvendosje reaction.

Vetëvendosje member Glauk Konjufca is quoted as saying in the paper that outgoing Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi is using Dick Marty’s report to conceal the stealing of votes, corruption and the lack of justice in the country. 
Duma: Marty’s accusations are unfounded (dailies)

Dailies quoted renowned Macedonian forensic expert Aleksej Duma as saying on Sunday that there are serious doubts over allegations made by Council of Europe rapporteur Dick Marty. Duma, who is chief of the Forensics Institute in Skopje, in an interview for a Macedonian daily newspaper, said he believes that accusations against outgoing Kosovo Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi are not true, “or perhaps it is even a construction with a political background”. Duma also said that operations for transplant of body organs require highly professionalized medical teams and very good conditions.
Djukanovic: Exchange of ambassadors with Kosovo in 2011 (dailies)

Several dailies reported on Sunday that outgoing Montenegrin Prime Minister Milo Djukanovic said Montenegro has good relations with all neighbouring countries and that these relations would continue even after his resignation. Djukanovic said relations between Montenegro and Serbia are burdened by Montenegro’s independence and by Podgorica’s decision to recognize the independence of Kosovo.

Djukanovic also said there are two reasons why Montenegro has not exchanged ambassadors with Kosovo, the first reason is the representation of the Montenegrin minority in Kosovo and the second is the resignation of the Government of Kosovo. “However, conditions are being created for Montenegro and Kosovo to exchange ambassadors in 2011,” Djukanovic added.
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
