Kosovo Media Highlights
Albanians warn with road blockades  (dailies) 

Dailies report that Albanian citizens of the villages Bistricë, Cerajë and Koshtovë, in Leposavic municipality, announced that they would block the Mitrovica – Leposavic road if Serb barricades in Rudare village are not removed. The representative of these villages, Haki Imeri, said that citizens of these villages have been blocked for a month now due to the barricades set in Rudare village by Serbs in northern Kosovo. He added this is creating pressure on Albanians to move from their properties, where he says they have lived for generations. “Everyone else is allowed to cross in Rudare, except for Albanians,” said Imeri. 
Serbs from the north write to Ban (dailies) 

Dailies report that mayors of the four municipalities in the north of Kosovo wrote to UN Secretary General Ban Ki-moon on Friday. They asked for KFOR and Kosovo institutions to immediately cease the measures taken in the north at the border points, claiming that this is affecting their human rights, freedom of movement and quality of life. The four mayors stressed in the letter that KFOR has exceeded its competencies, while UNMIK and EULEX are not meeting their responsibilities. “New repressive measures, which could cause ethnic cleansing of Serbs, have been announced,” they stated adding that activities of Albanian old and new military forces are being tolerated in a quiet manner, in order to allow their future actions in the north. According to them, United Nations’ pressure on KFOR and Kosovo institutions is more than necessary, due to the risk to the lives of 80, 000 Serbs. 

Rexhepi: Parallel structures will dissolve (dailies) 

Dailies report that Kosovo’s Minister of Internal Affairs, Bajram Rexhepi, stated on Friday after his visit to the police station in Gracanica, that the Kosovo Government will not only dissolve the parallel structures in the north, but also the illegal security structures, because under the constitution it is an obligation for Kosovo to extend its authority over the entire territory. Gracanica Police commander Bratislav Trajkovic, said that developments in the north have not had a serious impact in  Gracanica. “The situation is calm and safe in this municipality, and cooperation among the police officers from all entities of the police is very good,” he said. 

Kosor: Serbia is not asked about Kosovo (dailies) 

Dailies report that Croatia’s Prime Minister, Jadranka Kosor, responded ironically to the statements of Serbia’s Foreign Minister, Vuk Jeremic, regarding Kosor’s announcement that Kosovars and Croatians are best friends. Kosor said that some politicians in Croatia and Serbia have not yet understood the reality, even twenty years after Croatia’s independence. “The Croatian population and the Croatian Prime Minister will not ask for Belgrade’s advice or permission to do something. Fortunately, those times are gone forever,” said Kosor.  

Turkey against parallel structures  (dailies) 

Dailies report that after his meeting in Pristina with Kosovo’s Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi and Foreign Minister Enver Hoxhaj, Turkey’s Foreign Minister Ahmet Davutogllu, reconfirmed Turkey’s support for Kosovo’s territorial integrity, and promised to engage in attracting new recognitions of Kosovo. “We do not want the presence of parallel structures in Kosovo and we want Kosovo to exercise its sovereignty on its entire territory. This is its right,” said Davutogllu. 

When asked about Turkey’s requests to Kosovo to make changes to its history books, Davutogllu stated that Turkey does wish Albanians to learn history interpreted during the period of Cold War. He stated that no nation can change history, but it can change its interpretation. He added that history should be written by historians who live in 2011.  “We only want a history without prejudgments,” he said. 

Buhler: We will support police and EULEX (dailies) 

Dailies report that KFOR Commander Erhard Buhler stated after the meeting with Rahovec mayor, that Kosovo needs calmness before the meeting of the UN Security Council on Monday, and before the dialogue announced to take place on 2 September. However, he added that this should not interrupt investigations into criminal acts. He stated that KFOR will help police and EULEX with all its available resources.
