Thaçi says Bildt’s proposal has been superseded (dailies)
Dailies report that Kosovo Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi’s message to Brussels on Saturday was that he would oppose any initiative to include the issue of northern Kosovo in the dialogue with Serbia and added that the idea has been superseded. Thaçi’s statement came as a response to a letter that Swedish Foreign Minister Carl Bildt sent to the EU High Representative Catherine Ashton and EU Enlargement Commissioner Stefan Fule on 17 November, insisting that the issue of northern Kosovo be discussed at the two political roundtables: the dialogue facilitated by Robert Cooper in Brussels and the EU-structured dialogue with Kosovo.
“Kosovo held a dialogue on its political status with the international community three years ago in Vienna. Kosovo’s independence was declared in close coordination with the European Union and the United States of America. Kosovo is now consolidated and is getting stronger as a state. Sweden too was part of negotiations on the political status of Kosovo and recognizes it as an independent and sovereign state,” Thaçi said after a meeting with the opposition leader in Albania, Edi Rama. “The idea (discussing the north) is completely unacceptable for Kosovo.”

The round of cooperation? (Express)

Express reports that the main topic in the next round of talks between Pristina and Belgrade will be Kosovo’s participation in regional initiatives. Belgrade meanwhile has indicated a possible agreement on the matter, after it was set as a condition for membership by European Union officials. On the other hand, Kosovo’s chief negotiator Edita Tahiri, said the Kosovar side on 30 November in Brussels will not accept the proposal for Kosovo’s asymmetrical representation in regional forums. 
Pacolli, Mustafa disagree with Thaçi’s statement on breaking the April agreement (Koha)

Koha Ditore reports that the Democratic League of Kosovo (LDK) and the New Kosovo Alliance (AKR) are not supporting the ruling Kosovo Democratic Party (PDK) and its idea to postpone presidential elections to 2013. 
AKR leader Behxhet Pacolli said he was very confident that the April agreement between the three parties would not be discussed again, “because it was a decision made by the Assembly and the latter is a serious institution that cannot decide on something today and then retract the same decision the next day”. 
LDK officials said Thaçi, Mustafa and Pacolli cannot change the April agreement because it turned into a resolution adopted by the Kosovo Assembly. 
Mufti Tërnava: Religious extremists, out of Kosovo (dailies)
Dailies report that in an interview for Radio Kosova, Mufti Naim Tërnava, head of the Islamic Community of Kosovo, called on Kosovo’s security institutions to carefully control state borders as he believes that suspicious individuals are entering Kosovo and are trying to indoctrinate young people through extremist religious activities.
“Unfortunately, uninvited people who do not wish well for Kosovo are continuing to enter the country. They are not guests of the Islamic Community of Kosovo. They are trying to indoctrinate part of the population, especially the youth. We must pay special attention to this. The Ministry of Interior Affairs, EULEX and the Government in general must control who people entering are. I cannot control Kosovo’s borders, but I want to make it clear that those individuals that have come to Kosovo are not guests of the Islamic Community,” Tërnava was quoted as saying.
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
