Kosovo Media Highlights

MUP members patrolling in the north (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that sources of the newspaper from the north of Mitrovica, said that on Sunday, while the enthronement ceremony of bishop Teodosije in Prizren was being held, members of Serbian MUP came to Kosovo, concretely to the northern part and have patrolled the area. On the other hand, Kosovo Police officials have denied possibility that members of MUP are patrolling in the north of Mitrovica. 

According to the sources of the newspaper, members of the Serbian police have been engaged in guarding the regional road of Iber, from the border point of Jarinje up to south Mitrovica. “Kosovo Serb policemen and MUP members are staying very close to each other. While Kosovo police officials are using uniforms of Kosovo police, those from the Serbian MUP are wearing civilian clothes and also their vehicles are with Serbian number plates,” said the source. According to the source, the order for guarding the road came from Ministry of Internal Affairs of Serbia, which was afraid that the escorts who were using this road on Sunday, from Serbia to Prizren, for the ceremony of enthronement of bishop Teodosije could be attacked.

Irinej curses the organ traffickers during church ceremony (dailies)

Koha Ditore reports that the Archbishop of the Serb Orthodox Church, Irinej, has used a religious ceremony in Prizren, to curse all of those who made Serb people in Kosovo suffer, especially those who according to him “have taken their organs and sold them for big money”. In the church solemnity on the occasion of ceremony of enthronement of the new bishop of the diocese of Rashka and Prizren Teodosije mentioned burning of churches and houses, displacing of Serbs and their disappearance, while adding that criminals have sold their organs for big money. 

Express under headline Curses in enthronement,  writes that the Archbishop of Serb Orthodox Church, Irinej, called on Serbs to return in Kosovo, to pray to God, while Teodosije, the new bishop for Prizren and Rashka, instead of calling for prayers to God talked about Dick Marty’s report. He cursed the names mentioned in this report. The citizens of Prizren welcomed them with “Welcome to the Republic of Kosovo”.

Possible mission (Express)

The paper reports that US KFOR troops have announced that as of February, they will also assume responsibility in the north of the country. The paper says that with this move, the US troops will cover the entire border strip between Kosovo and Serbia. US KFOR commander Francisco Neuman said his troops stand ready to intervene at any time and at any part of Kosovo’s territory. He also said the US does not plan to downsize its troops in Kosovo.

Politics delays arrests (Zëri)

Zëri carries previously published reports that EULEX has ‘given its word’ that they will not undertake any major arrest operation until new Kosovo institutions are consolidated. The paper adds that arrests are also not expected to take place during the end-of-year celebrations as many EULEX staff are on leave. International sources have said the absence of many of the mission’s staff has led to inefficiency. The same sources also revealed that EULEX is likely to begin arrests in February.

Serbia requests investigations against Jessen-Petersen (dailies)

Rasim Ljajic, Minister of Labor and Social policies in Serbia and the head of national office for cooperation with the Hague Tribunal sent a letter to Serge Brammertz, ICTY chief prosecutor, from whom he requested to start investigations against the former head of UNMIK, Soren Jessen-Petersen, on suspicion of hiding evidence in the case of human organ trade. “We are waiting for the Tribunal to start the procedure for court contempt against the former heads of UNMIK, because for this, there is basis”, said Ljajic as reported by the Serb newspaper Blic.

Pacolli: Either with us or with AAK (Express) 

In an interview for Express, AKR leader Behgjet Pacolli said that if PDK decides to make a coalition with AAK, AKR would not be part of the Government.  He considers that he could give his major contribution at the Presidency. However, he added that even if the post of the President would be offered to him, he would not accept to become part of coalition without sufficient acting space at the Government. “Our constructive approach has been misunderstood by people, therefore we lost half of our electorate. I have been considering complete withdrawal from politics these days,” said Pacolli. 

Mustafa does not congratulate Thaçi (Express) 

Express reports that in an interview for Kosovapress, LDK leader Isa Mustafa said that he would not congratulate Hashim Thaçi on his victory, even after the conclusion of the election process in Drenica and Deçan. Mustafa said that he would never shake hands with PDK leader, adding that elections have been manipulated and that there is no space for congratulations here. He said that he does not consider as a problem if LDK remains in opposition, adding that he considers as a problem the legitimacy of the elections, because according to him, in a governance with abused votes no one can play a constructive role, neither the government nor the opposition.  

IPA funds for Kosovo blocked (Express)

The absence of concrete projects is blocking funds that international community pledges for Kosovo, writes the paper. For instance, the fund provided by the EU’s Pre-Accession Instrument (IPA) in the amount of 67 million Euros for this year has yet to be implemented. Economy experts blame the institutions of Kosovo for not being able to come up with concrete projects in order to utilize the funds while representatives of the institutions claim the European Commission has first to approve projects before their implementation can start and most of the projects are planned for 2011.
