Tadic: “Peace message” for all Kosovo (dailies)
Serbian President Boris Tadic spent the night in the Decani Monastery, where he also took part in the liturgy of Orthodox Easter, and made a peaceful call to the Serbian population and all other nations that live in Kosovo.
Tadic said that “this is a chance to show to the international institutions and people that come from all around the world, UN representatives that it is worth staying in Kosovo and that it is possible to find a solution for the difficult situation we are now facing.”  
In the Easter liturgy Minister for Kosovo, Slobodan Samardzic, and many other believers, KFOR and international representatives were present. 
According to unofficial sources, after Tadic left, the Monastery of Decan was also visited by UNMIK Chief Joachim Rücker and his deputy Larry Rossin. They were seen congratulating the orthodox priests for Easter, Koha Ditore reported. 

SRSG moves to New York (Express)

The paper writes that UN’s reconfiguration plans in Kosovo foresee UNMIK chief not to stay in Pristina but at the UN HQ in New York. Sources told the paper that in the absence of an SRSG in Kosovo, the UN would be led by an officer in charge and that the UN’s presence in Kosovo would consist of a small legal and political office whose main task would be to report back to New York.
The paper adds further that SRSG Joachim Rücker will continue his work for the UN until the end of reconfiguration period which is expected to last at least until end June.

Moscow anticipated partition of Kosovo on 7 February (Zëri)

Quoting diplomatic sources, the paper writes that official Moscow anticipated that Kosovo will declare independence in a document given to the members of the Contact Group on 7 February of this year. This document also discusses the consequences that declaration of Kosovo would have and in this regard says the move would lead to the isolation of the north from the rest of Kosovo that will result in a situation where Pristina will have no control over the north.
Del Ponte ready to witness against UCK (Express)

Former head ICTY prosecutor Carla Del Ponte is not planning to withdraw. She agreed to witness regarding details of her book (the Hunt), where she accuses Albanians and former Kosovo KLA, the paper reads. 

Serb prosecutor for war crimes, Vladimir Vukcevic, said that he will meet with Del Ponte in Monaco or Belgrade. 
Meanwhile, a team of Serbia’s prosecutors meet with Del Ponte in Buenos Aires where she works as Ambassador. According to the prosecutor Vucevic, she agreed to talk about her book, in which she accuses Kosovo Albanian’s for selling Serb organs. 

Haraçia and Morina travel today to The Hague (dailies)

Papers report that former Culture Minsiter, Astrit Haraçia, and former editor-in-chief of the paper Bota Sot, Bajrush Morina, will travel today to The Hague to face charges for court contempt. The two have been indicted by the ICTY Prosecution for trying to persuade a protected witness in the trial against Ramush Haradinaj.  

Zëri writes that the two can be sentenced to up to 7 years in prison or made to pay a fine of € 100,000. 

Kosovo to apply for UN membership, only if recognized (Koha Ditore)

Republic of Kosovo will apply for permanent UN membership, only if the number of sovereign states that recognize Kosovo will increase. 

“We will see what is the situation regarding the recognition and then we will work accordingly. Technical preparations are done and we will see what will be the dynamism of recognition. The aim is that Kosovo becomes UN member state as soon as possible,” the paper quoted deputy Prime Minister of Kosovo Hajredin Kuçi as saying.  

The era of extremists is over (Express)

In the leading front-page story, Express reports that since 1999 the legal vacuum in Kosovo has served as a heaven for several Albanian parallel structures of intelligence. 
“Their activity was and remains in most cases mystified: what do they do, on whose behalf do they operate, and why? Starting from September, Kosovo is going to have its internal intelligent service. With this, peace can be restored in one of the most sensitive sectors. But what is going to happen to SHIK and AIK?” asks the paper.

One of the interlocutors of the paper, who is believed to have been involved in the activities of an intelligence service in the post-war period, told the paper that Kosovo was on the brink of civil war in 2000-2001. “God saved us,” he added.

EULEX rules out power sharing (Tanjug)

Head of the EU Mission EULEX Yves de Kermabon has ruled out the idea of a power-sharing agreement in the province, Zeri reports. Under the agreement, UNMIK would be in charge in mostly Serb-populated parts of the province, while EULEX would run the rest of the province. Quoting Western diplomatic sources, Zeri said that French General de Kermabon had informed the highest political authorities in Brussels that he opposed such an arrangement, since this would be very problematic and would not work for him or EULEX’s staff. 

Patriarch Pavle called on keeping the Kosovo testament (RTS)

His Holiness Serbian Patriarch Pavle has called in his Easter message all believers to fulfill the Kosovo testament, the Holy Lazar testament, because Kosovo and Metohija “is not only an issue of Serbian territory,” but also an issue of the spiritual being of Serbs. “If we keep that testament, nobody will seize Kosovo and Metohija from us. We call on all, starting from politicians and scientists to the humblest and youngest sons and daughters of our homeland, to deserve and keep, with our labor and honest life, Kosovo and Metohija before God,” reads the message signed by all the archbishops of the Serbian Orthodox Church. The Serbian Patriarch conveyed to all scientists to defend Kosovo with their works, to all artists to express with their creativity the beauty of the southern Serbian province, to every politician to “devote his/her first political thought and effort on the international plane to the defense of Kosovo and Metohija.”

Three Serbs wounded in northern Kosovo (RTS)

Three Serb youngsters have been wounded in the centre of Lesak in northern Kosovo when an explosive device was thrown at them from a moving vehicle. Wounded Milutin Vasovic (22) and Slobodan Bisevac (23) are being treated in the Mitrovica hospital, while Aleksandar Ackovic (22) was released after being treated. The head of the surgical department in Kosovska Mitrovica Radimir Jankovic told Tanjug that the patients are not in critical condition. Regional KPS spokesman Besim Hoti has stated that the incident occurred when an explosive device was thrown at the youngsters. Hoti told Tanjug that the motives of the attack were still unknown, and that KPS and UNMIK police started an investigation.
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
