Kosovo Media Highlights

Serb ministers to visit Kosovo on Vidovdan (dailies)

Koha Ditore reports that three ministers from the Serbian Government along with several other officials from Belgrade and around a thousand Serb citizens will visit Kosovo to mark the Vidovdan. The ceremony is to be held in Gazimestan near Pristina and will be supervised by the Kosovo Police. The paper writes further that PM Hashim Thaçi’s office has approved the request of the Serb delegation to attend festivities classifying the visit as religious pilgrimage.  

Stones for Bogdanovic (Express, Dailies)

Express reports that in an unusual way, Serbs attack Serbs. This happened on Saturday in north Mitrovica, where Serb protesters stoned the vehicle of Serb Minister for Kosovo, Goran Bogdanovic. It has been said that this happened after Bogdanovic now for so many days has called for discontinuance of protests that Serbs are holding now for one week against the control of EULEX in the customs points 1 and 31. Kosovo police says that the vehicle continued the trip and did not endure any accident. 

”We don’t know the reasons of this incident. They have come with the permission of the Kosovo government for their celebration of Vidovdan, even that they have been attacked from the protesters it remains to be disclosed”, said Spokesman of Kosovo police for Mitrovica, Besim Hoti. Even that he says he does not know the reasons the Serb media say that this happened while Bogdanovic now for so many days is calling on the Serbs in the north to stop the protest.

No one’s land (dailies)

Koha Ditore writes that Kosovo Government has decided to keep silent in face of concerns raised by residents of Kamenica municipality over a territory disputed by Kosovo and Serbia. Residents from the villages along the disputed land, at the so-called “Uji i Çeshmes” location, were terrified when they encountered Serbian police forces only meters away from their houses, the paper writes. The situation was calmed down with the arrival of KFOR troops to the site but it remains unclear whether Serb forces were rightfully at the site or not.  

Express writes that Kosovo Police is not allowed to enter at the disputed part of the village of Karaçeva and that KFOR has put up a sign saying the area is not part of Kosovo. Village representative Selver Lenjani told the paper that Serb police “armed to their teeth” enter the village and that incidents are avoided only thanks to the coolness of local residents. 

Right decision for Çeku (Express)
The head of Bulgarian diplomacy Ivajlo Kalfin said that the case of former Kosovo prime Minister, Agim Çeku is not political, but a judicial issue, which is solved in the court. “Bulgarian court has taken into account all the lawful facts and has evaluated them, as it should, since the international convention exists to protect Çeku during his visit in Bulgaria”, said Kalfin. Meantime, Bulgarian deputy state persecutor, Galina said that there are no reasons to review the decision about Çeku’s release.
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
