Don’t interfere in elections (Express)

The representative of the European Union in Kosovo, Pieter Feith, requested that politicians stay away from polling stations on 12 December, in order for citizens to be able to vote freely. He also said that he is against harsh language in the campaign and against un-realistic promises. A similar call during last week was done by the America Ambassador in Pristina, Christopher Dell. Feith, during a visit to Prizren with the reporteur for Kosovo, Ulrike Lunacek, also recalled the statements of Dell from last Wednesday. “It is very important that these elections pass in really free and democratic conditions, that the whole process be according to the highest international standards. And I want to repeat what Mr. Dell has said: On the day of elections politicians have to stay away from polling stations, to leave the citizens to vote freely on their political preferences”, said Feith.

Six houses, mortgaged under Fatmir Limaj’s name (Koha Ditore)

The paper writes that the Minister of Transport Fatmir Limaj appears in Pristina municipality cadastral records as having a bank mortgage on six houses constructed in the Veternik area. In addition, there are 28 acres of land in the same location declared as joint family property under the name of Limaj’s brother, Demir. Minister Limaj said the six houses in Veternik are owned by Skënder Shala whom he claims to be his uncle. “They built six houses because they are six brothers working in Switzerland and plan to use the houses when they return to Kosovo,” said Limaj.

Mitrovica municipality presents future plans on UNMIK wall (Koha Ditore)

The wall that surrounds UNMIK building in Mitrovica has served the municipality’s administration to exhibit the projects it plans to implement in the future, the paper reports.
