Kosovo expects contractual relations with EU (Kosova Sot)

Kosova Sot reports that the meeting of the Euroepan Union Council of Ministers on 9 December, where important decisions for Kosovo and Serbia are expected to be made, will serve as a motive for Kosovo’s state institutions.  This is in addition to the motivation derived from the announcements by the European Commission on Serbia’s candidate status and the start of visa liberalization dialogue between the EU and Kosovo. 
“We believe Kosovo will be rewarded with contractual relations, because it is in line with the current international legal arguments. The UN resolution on technical dialogue says the dialogue should help improve the lives of citizens and the progress of Kosovo and Serbia toward the European Union. Given that this resolution was initiated by the EU, and EU member states unanimously voted in favour of the resolution, even member states that have not recognized Kosovo’s independence, it is up to them to reach consensus on giving Kosovo contractual relations, because we have demonstrated a positive and constructive role in the process of technical dialogue,” Kosovo’s chief negotiator and Deputy Prime Minister Edita Tahiri is quoted as saying.

Dailies report that sources from the European Council told Serbian media that a new round of talks between Kosovo and Serbia is expected to start on Wednesday. The agenda is expected to include the implementation of agreements reached in Brussels, the joint integrated management of borders and regional cooperation, the last two being the most heated topics wtith the least progress made given Serbia’s position on the matters.
