Only 26 Albanian deputies to keep their seats (Koha Ditore)
Koha Ditore reports that only 26 Albanian deputies could keep their seats from the last mandates, other which are 69, at the end of the mandate of the third legislature were not part of the assembly. However, if the conditional votes did not change preliminary results, which CEC gave as far it concerns the election result of 12 December, in the fourth legislation PDK will have 35 assembly members, LDK 26, Vetëvendosje 14, AAK 12 and AKR 8.
Marty does not like the noise about organ trafficking (dailies)
Koha Ditore reports that former Swiss Head Prosecutor does not like the “advertisement” his accusation received for organ trafficking from former KLA leaders. Dick Marty, the drafter of the report who accused the leaders of KLA for illegal organ trafficking, in the last days of the works of General Assembly of Council of Europe he accepted to confess for three Kosovar daily newspapers. In a talk he interrupted at the middle of it, Marty requested a special mechanism which would deal to deal with investigation about his accusations, while rejecting EULEX. He emphasized that he did not criminalized the whole KLA. Furthermore, according to him most of KLA fighters have fought heroically. “I have expressed myself very clearly in my report as far as it concerns organ trafficking. For me it is little strange that now has been focused and is absolutely requested to be focused in organ trafficking. For me it is very important to be emphasized that before the organ trafficking has been done those people were killed. Well, they have been kidnapped, killed and their organs have been trafficked”, said Marty

EULEX reemphasizes readiness for investigating organ trafficking (Koha Ditore)
EULEX reacted on Friday in a press communiqué towards the statements of Dick Marty, while reemphasizing that it is ready to investigate allegations for organ trafficking which are mentioned in Marty’s report. The reaction of EULEX came through a press communiqué where it is reemphasized that EULEX possesses necessary capacities for the investigation for the allegations in Marty’s report.

Krasniqi: Investigation for repairing the image of Kosovo (dailies)

Koha Ditore reports that Kosovo Acting President, Jakup Krasniqi, on Friday expressed his belief that Kosovo will build its representing and executive institutions, very soon after the certification of results. Krasniqi evaluated Marty’s report as an unexpected challenge for the country, which, according to him has badly damaged the image of Kosovo. Krasniqi said that the accusations of Swiss Senator have to be investigated as soon as possible from the justice, in order not to be left as a hostage the international image of Kosovo. 

Former SHIK official requests investigation for the report of Americans (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that the report of American Intelligence of KFOR, According to Latif Gashi, one former SHIK official, has to undergo a institutional investigation. “Every information or part of information that is published or can be published to the public should undergo a institutional serious investigation”, said Gashi, who is mentioned in the report of Americans, as a collector of goods, and about this he is mentioned to have done with together with Rrustem Mustafa – Remi, a former commander of KLA. Businessmen, who are mentioned as financiers of SHIK in the report of American intelligence of KFOR, have announced to sue the newspaper which published the report, but also the drafter of this report. Former PDK officials which in this report are described as PDK police, request institutional investigation for the findings in this report, even that, according to them, American Intelligence slanderer about the history of SHIK

Koha Ditore reports that while PDK officials say that “there is no overall total of the spending”, LDK said that it has spent 300.000 thousand euros and Vetëvendosje about 100.000 thousand. AAK did not hand over the report in CEC, but it said that they spent 50.000 thousand euros, while AKR informed that they have spent about 400.000 thousand euros.  
AAK ready to negotiate entry in the government (Koha Ditore)
Koha Ditore reports that a decision that was taken in AAK some time ago not to ever enter in the government with Hashim Thaçi, it looks like it cannot resist to the time. Marko Jakshic, Head of Democratic party of Serbia for Kosovo of Vojislav Kostunica, stated for the Serb media in the north of Mitrovica that this was offered to them as a solution of the problem of Kosovo. “I will tell you openly that I had direct offer me and Milan Ivanovic from the Serb president, Boris Tadic, to divide Kosovo, so that the north from Ibar river to be join to Serbia, while the other part to join Albania”, said Jakshic.
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
