Kosovo Media Highlights
Today UN Security Council reviews report on Kosovo (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that the United Nations Security Council is expected to hold a regular session for Kosovo tomorrow.  During the session the latest report by the Secretary General on Kosovo will be presented. In the report Ban Ki-Moon invites all parties to refrain from unilateral steps, which can endanger achieved progress in the Kosovo-Serbia dialogue and he appeals for a reduction in tensions. Kosovo’s Foreign Minister, Enver Hoxhaj, will represent Kosovo at the meeting while Foreign Minister, Vuk Jeremic will represent Serbia. Also at the session acting Head of Mission Farid Zarif is expected to present. Jeremic announced that Serbia will request the condemnation of the unilateral use of violence in north of Kosovo.

The role of Ambassador Dell on “reckless” Prime Minister Thaçi (dailies)

Koha Ditore reports that the publication of Pristina American Embassy cables by Wikileaks shows the role of American Ambassador Christopher Dell, on “reckless” Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi and his “ruthless” PDK, after the developments which led to the break of the governing coalition with LDK. In the messages sent to the American Department of State Dell evaluates the cooperation with AAK Leader Ramush Haradinaj and the announcement made for Behgjet Pacolli, for the importance “of breaking of Islamism extremist influence” in Kosovo. “By all accounts, Thaçi, acted reckless last night when he decided to remove LDK, only one hour after he learned about the agreement between LDK and AAK. He did not consult with LDD nor AKR. In fact, Thaçi was in his worst humor, emotional, impulsive and hasty”, says Dell at the end of the cable.

Tadic: Serbia does not want war or any violence (dailies)

Koha Ditore reports that Serbian President Boris Tadic in an interview for the daily newspaper Politika, stated that Serbia does not want war and any kind of violence and that therefore its policy is peaceful and aims to establish peace in the Balkans.  However, he added that if Pristina undertakes violent actions then it should be held responsible. “Serbia requests from EULEX and KFOR complete neutrality and the prevention of violence by Pristina in the north of Kosovo, given that this is the duty of international community”, said Tadic

Lunacek: No one in the EU will accept another Cyprus (dailies)

Koha Ditore reports that reporteur for Kosovo in the European Union, Ulrike Lunacek, in an interview for Radio Dukagjini, was pleased that German Chancellor Angela Merkel was direct and clear in her messages to Belgrade. According to Lunacek Serbia should forget the candidate status for EU, if there are no results in talks and good relations with Kosovo. “If there is no progress in the dialogue – while implying here good neighbohood relations – it is impossible for Serbia to receive candidate status”, expressed Lunacek.

Police deny reports by Serb media on shootings during the visit of  Serbs to Mushtisht (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that Kosovo police rejected reports by KIM Radio that during the visit of some Serbs to Mushtisht/Suhareka municipality on Sunday shooting broke out. In a statement for Koha Ditore, the Spokesman of the Kosovo police for Prizren region, Lieutenant Hazir Berisha, said that it did not happen. He called the statements a fabrication. “No case has been reported to the police, not from the pilgrims, nor from the people. Suhareka police station did not receive any information that there were shots”, said Berisha. 

Parallel structures damage Serbs in Kosovo (dailies)

Zëri reports that Minister of Local Governance, Slobodan Petrovic, told Radio Free Europe that with not removal of parallel structures in the north of Kosovo, Serbia is damaging Serb citizens in Kosovo. He emphasized that the message of Chancellor Merkel in Belgrade is in the interest of citizens. “I am sure that the state of Serbia will recognize its interests in this process, in order to move towards the EU. I am sure that, it is in its interest to remove these structures and that they will begin to do so”, said Petrovic.

Letter for Jahjaga and Tadic (Zëri)

Zëri reports that the Preparatory Municipal Team for north Mitrovica consisted of 12 persons, Albanians, Serbs, and Bosnians form the north of Kosovo, blamed Serb radicals in the north for destroying every good initiative of this team. Fed up from the pressure from radical structures, the Preparatory Municipal Team for the north requested from President Jahjaga and from Tadic to use their authority to remove those structures. In the letter of this team sent to the two Presidents on 25 August they expressed that they are fed up with the so-called local governance, where local politicians are misusing finances from the Kosovo budget, and from the Serb budget and they have been fed up from the pressure and intimidation of Serb radical forces.
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
