Show of promises (Zëri)

Zëri reports that political parties in Kosovo have now ended preparations for the short election race of 12 December, while determining the scenarios and leaders that they will offer the electorate. During 10 days of the campaign, representatives of the parties who wish to take the authority of the country will announce innovations and offers which will be compared to those offered at the last elections. Economic development, rule of law and integration processes will dominate the discourse of all the parties in this year’s elections.  As the party did in the last elections, Thaçi’s PDK will use the strategy of offering the “maximum”.
WikiLeaks publishes 668 secret documents on Kosovo (Koha Ditore)

On the Internet during the weekend WikiLeaks published confidential documents of US diplomatic acts. The documents were authored by US diplomats in different countries around the world, amongst which WikiLeaks claim there are 668 which originate from the US Office in Pristina. 
Old platform (Express)

Kosovo analysts have different views on Belgrade’s platform for talks with Pristina. Ylli Hoxha from the Foreign Policy Club said Belgrade’s announcements could be seen as a continuation of Milosevic’s policy. “The Constitution and politics that derive from it are actually elements approved under Milosevic’s time despite claims in Belgrade that there are reforms and movement ahead,” said Hoxha. 

On the other hand, analyst Behlul Beqaj said the platform shows Belgrade is ready to enter talks with Pristina. This, according to Beqaj, is a result of Serbia having to deal with very delicate Kosovo issues in the questionnaire it has recently received from the European Commission. 

Councils of polling stations established (dailies)

The Central Election Commission (CEC) has held a meeting on Sunday 28 November where it decided about the appointment of the council of polling stations. The head of CEC, Valdete Daka, however, in the beginning of the meeting, did not forget to show congratulations on the holiday of 28 November. Meanwhile, in the press conference, she said that the legal terms have dictated that this meeting had to be held exactly on the day of the national holiday. The head of CEC announced that the decision on the appointment of the council of polling stations means the circle of appointments in all municipalities has now been finalized.
Vetëvendosje removes Kosovo state flags in some cities of Kosovo (dailies)

Koha Ditore reports that members and sympathizers of Vetëvendosje in Gjakova, Ferizaj and Lipjan, on Sunday without any difficulty and without being hindered by any official municipal institution undertook an action to remove the flags of the Republic of Kosovo, placed in poles and pillars in the streets of the cities. “Today is 28 of November – Flag Day, which symbolizes the national holiday. This flag, which we are removing from poles and pillars placed in the streets, is a multi-ethnicity flag”, said Demokrat Zhubi from Vetëvendosje. 
In a separate box in Koha Ditore under headline In Lipjan arrested three activists of Vetëvendosje, while removing flags reports that the Vetëvendosje movement announced on Sunday that police have arrested three of its activists in Lipjan, while they were replacing Kosovo flags with national flags.

Sekiraqa arrested in Ireland (Express)

The paper reports that Irish authorities have arrested a person named Enver Sekiraqa but are now undertaking the necessary formalities to determine whether the detainee is the same person wanted by Kosovo authorities. Sekiraqa’s detention, writes the paper, came after Pristina, through UNMIK, issued an international arrest warrant for him. Sekiraqa is wanted in Kosovo in relation to several criminal acts including the killing of the Kosovo Police officer Triumf Riza in 2007.
