Kosovo Media Highlights
Serbs use guns and Molotov cocktails in attack against KFOR troops (dailies)

All dailies report on the front pages that two KFOR soldiers, including their operational commander were injured from small arms fire when KFOR troops attempted on Wednesday at 09:00 hrs to remove a barricade in the village of Jagnlenica. The barricade which prevented traffic flow on the road Mitrovica – Zubin Potok was defended by local Serbs who resisted calls by the KFOR German and Austrian battalions to leave the site. A group of Serb protesters started firing at KFOR soldiers, wounding the operations commander in the shoulder and one other soldier. 30 Serb citizens have been slightly injured. The confrontation continued until the evening. NATO has given permission to its troops to use bullets in case of an attack.
NATO HQ did not react towards attacks against its troops (Koha)

Koha Ditore reports that NATO headquarters in Brussels did find it necessary to issue a statement in relation to the latest attacks against its troops in the northern par of Kosovo, when two soldiers were wounded with firearms. The paper notes that usually NATO headquarters in Brussels holds a press conference on such occasions, but this time they decided not to talk and have advised reporters to seek statements from the KFOR mission in Kosovo.

Krasniqi: Belgrade is responsible (dailies)

Dailies report that Kosovo Assembly Speaker Jakup Krasniqi condemned the wounding of two KFOR German soldiers by Serbia’s criminal structures in northern Kosovo. Krasniqi issued a statement saying that the wounding of two German soldiers proves the active presence of criminal gangs in the north and the danger they pose. 
“Today’s bullets follow the recent statement by Serbia’s Interior Minister for the reoccupation of Kosovo, without excluding the possibility of armed conflict. Such a policy by Serbia, is not only involvement in the internal affairs of another state, but a direct threat against the territorial integrity and sovereignty of our country. This game with threats, patience and tolerance will have its limits. Belgrade is the source of all problems in northern Kosovo. I call on the international community to apply pressure on Belgrade to dissolve illegal and criminal structures there, which are financed and supported by Serbia. The aim is to restore the rule of law and provide a free and calm life for the people,” Krasniqi said.
UN Security Council to discuss report on Kosovo today (Express/Epoka)

Express reports that the United Nations Security Council will convene today to dsicuss the quarterly report on Kosovo by Secretary General Ban Ki-moon. Kosovo will be represented in New York by its Foreign Minister Enver Hoxhaj. In the report, which was published in early November, Ban Ki-moon expressed concern over the deteriorating security situation in the northern part of Kosovo.

“Developments in northern Kosovo during the reporting period show clearly that unresolved issues pose a threat to peace and stability in the region. I am concerned not only with the deteriorating security situation on the ground due to recent events, but also with the deteriorating interethnic relations throughout Kosovo, the polarization of political positions and the growing gap between communities north and south of Ibër River,” Ban Ki-moon noted.

Epoka e Re quotes Foreign Minister Hoxhaj as saying that his address at the Security Council will focus on the situation in northern Kosovo and will also present the key developments in the Republic of Kosovo.

Bildt’s letter to be discussed on Thursday (Zëri) 

Zëri reports that the letter of the Sweedish Foreign Minister sent to the High Representative of the Eropean Union for Foreign Affairs and Security Policy, Catherine Ashton, will be discussed on Thursday, at the meeting of the Foreign Ministers of EU member states. The Office of Baroness Ashton only confirmed to this daily to have received the letter, not wanting to comment whether his proposal for additional discussions has the support of other EU Foreign Ministers. “The High Representative for Foreign Policy responds to such a letter at the right time. We see Mr. Bildt’s letter as a contribution to the debate that we will hold this week and the next, at the Council,” is the only explanation that Ashton’s Spokesperson, Maja Kocijancic, gave to this daily. 

This daily further quotes another EU official who preferred to remain anonymous, as saying that what Mr. Bildt has proposed is a structured dialogue for the north, however it is unclear what is the difference between this proposal and the agenda of the Commission for the north. 

PDK movements (Express)
Express reports on the front page that leaders of the Kosovo Democratic Party (PDK) are visiting all party branches. Sources from this party told the paper that the PDK is getting ready for its convention which is scheduled for spring next year. “The party convention is expected to be held in spring next year,” said the source. 
The information however was ruled out by PDK deputy leader Bajram Rexhepi. “These are party activities. All this is part of the 12th anniversary of the party. The idea was to celebrate the occasion in all branches and centres in Kosovo,” Rexhepi was quoted as saying.
The paper also recalls that one part of the PDK leadership – most notably Secretary General Jakup Krasniqi – criticized chairman Thaçi for neglecting the party. 
Rama: Kosovo and Albania unified in the EU (Koha)

Koha Ditore reports that the integration of Albanians into the European Union is the only way for the unification of Kosovo and Albania. This was the message of the leader of the Socialist Party of Albania, Edi Rama, given in Pristina, in the marking of the 99 years of the declaration of the independence of Albania. Rama was welcomed by Kosovo President, Atifete Jahjaga. In the press release from the Office of the President, it says that Rama positively evaluated the process of integration of Kosovo and Albania into the EU. “He said that Kosovo and Albania are advancing in the European integration processes.”
Enver Sekiraça negotiates his surrender with EULEX (Koha)

Koha Ditore reports that sources from the Kosovo Special Prosecution said that family members of Enver Sekiraça informed the them that he is ready to surrender to international authorities in Kosovo. One of Kosovo’s “most wanted” is “negotiating” his surrender to the international authorities and his judgement by international justices and not Kosovar justice. “A few days ago the family of Enver Sekiraça requested EULEX to take over the case, because he does not believe the Kosovo authorities”, said the source. Sekiraça is believed to be hiding in the Republic of Ireland. An international arrest warrant is issued against him. Meanwhile, EULEX has started to act. Sources from the Kosovo police said that EULEX has requested the complete file of Sekiraça, furthermore, one of EULEX’s highest officials has expressed interest in the “Sekiraça file”
