MFA unhappy with recognitions of 2010 (dailies)

Kosovar Deputy Foreign Minister, Vlora Çitaku, is afraid that the recognition process, which this year was not in the satisfied level, could be damaged also by the latest report of Dick Marty. This report, according to her, could also influence the process of Kosovo’s application to the Council of Europe, because it came right at the time when the file has been prepared for the application in this institution. 
“It is very early to talks about the consequences which the report of Dick Marty can produce in strengthening of our international subjectivity. However it is clear that the effects will be negative and in no way positive”, said Çitaku. This report can have much more effect on the five EU countries which still did not recognize the state of Kosovo. “Therefore it is necessary that as a Kosovar diplomacy to coordinate with Albania and with other friendly countries, that we deconstruct this entire report in its weakest point and that is the lack of evidence”, stated Çitaku.

KJC: Functioning of the court in the north one of judiciary’s challenges (Koha Ditore)

In the end-of-year conference, the Kosovo Judicial Council presented the progress made in 2010 and spoke of challenges that await the judiciary in the coming year. Head of KJC Enver Peci said that courts managed to settle 226,240 cases in the current year while 233,130 are still outstanding. 

The challenges that Peci mentioned include the functioning of the court in north Mitrovica, reduction of the unresolved cases, implementation of the new law on courts and the reform of the judicial system. Peci however noted that the problem regarding the opening of the court in the north is of political nature “that has exceeded competencies of the Judicial Council.”

Serb parallel structures against dialogue (Express)

Members of the Assembly of Serb municipalities in Kosovo expressed their stance against the start of dialogue between Belgrade and Pristina as, according to them, it is useless to talk to Hashim Thaçi following Dick Marty’s report. They called on the Serb authorities to investigate allegations in Marty’s report because they said EULEX is not capable of undertaking such an action.

Serbs of the north don’t like Americans (Zëri)

Zëri reports that French troops serving under KFOR in the north of Kosovo from month of March next year will be under the command of American troops. The last ones will also be deployed in the northern part of the country. The announcement of Americans to deploy in the north of the country has been welcomed by Kosovo institutions, while it has been rejected by the Serb representatives who evaluate that the American KFOR can only increase the danger, but not influence the normalization of the situation. Oliver Ivanovic, State Secretary in the Serbian Ministry for Kosovo considers that American KFOR brings only disturbance. “The arriving of American KFOR in command of other troops can be a concern to the Serbs of the north and can raise the tensions when it is know that the situation is already tensioned and in one sentence we don’t need those kind of dangerous experiments,” said Ivanovic. 

Counting without observers (Express) 

Express reports that the process of recounting the votes at the Center for Counting and Results, has already started. This daily reports that the counting will continues even on the New Year’s Eve, but without international observers. The coordinator of this center Burim Ahmetaj, said that the process will conclude on January 4. “The international monitoring during this second phase of recounting is not at the same level as was before the 24 December, however there is a considerable international presence in the process of the recounting,” said Ahmetaj. 

Kosovo, not UNMIK (Express)

Minister of Economy and Finance Ahmet Shala said it will be Kosovo that will preside over CEFTA in 2011 and not UNMIK. In an interview for the local radio Blue Sky, Shala said agreement has been reached for the meetings under Kosovo presidency to take place based on the Gymnich model. “This is now already clear, that Kosovo institutions will preside over the agreement and not UNMIK,” Shala said.

Vujanovic: No conditions yet for exchange of ambassadors (Epoka e Re) 

Epoka e Re reports that the President of Montenegro, Filip Vujanovic, assessed that conditions for exchange of ambassadors between Kosovo and Montenegro are not created yet. According to Montenegrin media, Vujanovic reiterated his position that he will not give his approval for exchange of ambassadors until Kosovo recognizes Montenegrin ethnic community. He said that the condition for exchange of ambassadors is that Kosovo Assembly should find space for authentic representation of Montenegrins. 

Serb wanted for war crimes arrested in Montenegro (dailies)

The war crimes prosecution has announced a person suspected of taking part in the war crimes committed in the village of Qyshk, Peja has been arrested in the territory of Montenegro. The suspect, Milojko Nikolic, is one of the accused of involvement in the killing of 44 Albanian civilians in 1999.
