Political distribution of public funds (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports on the front page that government ministries and municipalities led by Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi’s political party will benefit the most from the 2012 draft budget law as it is.  The ruling partners of the coalition and the opposition is reportedly unsatisfied with this. The paper notes that according to the 2012 draft law, ten municipalities and six ministries led by the PDK will have more funds in 2012 than in 2011. In reaction, opposition parties said they feel discriminated against by the distribution of public funds.

Drews: KFOR is not a transport company (Koha Ditore) 

Koha Ditore reports that KFOR Commander Erhard Drews requested complete freedom of movement in the north based on Resolution 1244. “International missions such as EULEX and KFOR do not have complete freedom of movement at the barricades in the north and on other roads. KFOR has however, been given the possibility to approach border crossings through side roads,” said Drews in an interview for the newspaper Vesti. As far as the transport of Kosovo customs officers is concerned, Drews said that this is done by EULEX, as KFOR is only responsible for security. “KFOR is not a transport agency for Kosovo police officers, nor is it involved in customs processes and managing border policies,” said Drews. 

Britain, open for dialogue and for Ahtisaari plus (Koha Ditore) 

Koha Ditore reports that the British Ambassador in Belgrade, Michael Davenport, said for the Belgrade daily Danas, that his country is open for dialogue on the so-called Ahtisaari Plus Plan for Kosovo. “We are open for any suggestion regarding the manners of implementation of this plan.  I consider that implementation can be done in different ways. We are certainly open for that kind of discussions,” said Davenport, adding that everything that takes under consideration Kosovo’s independence can be discussed. 

Kurti and Demaçi split over Thaçi (Zëri)

Zëri reports on the front page that human rights activist Adem Demaçi and the Vetëvendosje Movement split after Demaçi turned down support of his candidacy for President of Kosovo offered by Vetëvendosje. .
“They (Vetëvendosje) told Demaçi we can support you for President, under the condition that you don’t nominate Hashim Thaçi for Prime Minister. Demaçi got very upset and told us ‘you are too small to condition me’,” a source from the Vetëvendosje Movement told Zëri.
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
