Lunacek shocked with Thaçi (dailies)

Koha Ditore reports that the Rapporteur of the European Parliament for Kosovo, Ulrike Lunacek, said that she was surprised when she heard about the promise of Kosovo Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi, that visa liberalization for Kosovars will happen within 15 months after he receives a second mandate as Prime Minister. Euro-Parliamentarian Lunacek has called on politicians not to give any dates about visa liberalization. “I would request from the government still in power, to wait for the mission who will come here next week and to see what has been implemented”, said Lunacek. 

Express in the main page, under the headline on visas (Lunacek) disputes promise, reports that European Parliament Rapporteur for Kosovo, Ulrike Lunacek, has disputed the promise of visa liberalization, which Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi is using to ask for votes of citizens. Lunacek says that she is surprised by these statements, while she requested from authorities in Pristina to prove that the conditions for visa removal are fulfilled. 

Thaçi’s promises, violate agreement with IMF (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that the promises of the outgoing Prime Minister, Hashim Thaçi, of an increase in salaries for all the labour sectors, are in contradiction with the agreement signed by his hand with International Monetary Fund (IMF). In the agreement with the IMF, which was signed by the PM and by the outgoing Finance Minister, Ahmet Shala, and the former governor Hashim Rexhepi, it is specified that the total costs for salaries during the year 2011 must not exceed the amount of 7.4 percent of Kosovo’s GDP, which is estimated to be around 4 billion Euros. The covering of the costs for the promised salaries exceeds the allowed threshold with this IMF agreement.

Diplomatic secrets (Koha Ditore)

Internet platform WikiLeaks is to publish in the coming months 250,000 classified messages that US embassies across the world conveyed to the US State Department. Out of this number, 688 documents are said to relate to Kosovo and date back to 1996 through to February of this year. Out of the documents published so far, only one relates to Kosovo and in it a French diplomat Jean David Levitte, in a meeting with US deputy secretary Phillip Gordon in September 2009, said EULEX is facing serious diplomatic problems with the Kosovo Government and the public after signing two cooperation protocols with Serbia. Gordon on his part said Kosovo will accept protocols with Serbia but that it should be made clear to the Kosovo leadership that the agreements are technical in nature and don’t undermine Kosovo’s independence. 

The paper adds that documents that will be published by WikiLeaks will also give information on the stances of many world countries on Kosovo’s independence. In this regard, Qatar is said to be interested in recognizing Kosovo but that the Russian president urged the government not to rush into taking this decision. 

Council of Europe calls for free and fair elections in Kosovo (dailies)

Council of Europe Parliamentary Assembly Rapporteur, Bjorn von Sydow, during a visit to Kosovo, met acting president Jakup Krasniqi and discussed the extraordinary elections set for 12 December. “My visit here is linked to the general elections expected to be held soon. As a Rapporteur for Kosovo, I address issues that are very important to Kosovars: [such as] free and fair elections,” said von Sydow adding that he hoped this will be the case. He said he plans to meet representatives of all political parties running in parliamentary elections so that he can urge them to have a free and fair elections process. 

“Daja”, at the top ten of accused (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that Azem Syla, Ekrem Jashari, Shpresim Uka, Fahredin Gashi, Nazim Bllaca, Shaban Syla, Driton Hajdari, Bekim Syla, Sadik Abazi and Hysri Rama, will soon be officially accused by the Kosovo Special Prosecution of organized crime and premeditated murder and attempted murder. Koha Ditore has learned about the content of the indictment in the Bllaca case, which is expected to be raised this week. In the head of the list will be the senior PDK official, Azem Syla, known with the nickname “Daja”. The indictment will be separated into three serious criminal acts: premeditated murder, attempted murder and organized crime. Sources of the newspaper said that Nazim Bllaca, Sadik Abazi, Shpresim Uka, Fahredin Gashi, Sadik Abazi, Bekim Syla, and Driton Hajdari will be accused of premeditated murder.

Belgrade threatens Kosovo Serbs (Zëri) 

Zëri reports that Serbia’s Minister for Kosovo, Goran Bogdanovic, threatened Serb politicians that announced their participation in 12 December Kosovo elections, saying that Belgrade will not have any communication with them. “Belgrade will have no institutional communication with Serb representatives that will be eventually involved in Kosovo institutions. Serbia’s position is clear. There are no conditions for Serbs to participate in elections organized by Pristina,” said Bogdanovic. 

CEC certifies the final list of voters (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that the Central Election Commission has approved the voters list for the general elections of 12 December. In its regular meeting CEC approved the basic list in which the overall number of voters is 1,630,636. From this list, new voters are 73,288 or 4.4 percent, while voters who fulfill the age of 18 are 35,735 or 2.19 percent. While the number of deceased persons removed from the list are 6,165. The final list for the elections for the Assembly of Republic of Kosovo 2010 is based on the extract of the civil registry.
