KFOR doesn’t touch barricades (Koha)
Koha Ditore reported on the front page on Sunday that KFOR troops did not attempt to unblock the road near the village of Rudare on Saturday. The paper quoted Radenko Nedeljkovic, mayor of the so-called Mitrovica District, as saying that Serbs would not remove the blockades and that KFOR troops would not be allowed to move toward Jarinje and Brnjak. “Regardless of threats from KFOR to use force in removing the barricades, we will not stop our protests,” Nedeljkovic added.
Koha Ditore quoted unnamed sources as saying that the so-called Territorial Defence, a parallel organization in northern Kosovo, has launched an action to open roads for the free movement of goods and weapons for the needs of the Serb population in the north. The same sources told the paper that on Saturday they noticed numerous vehicles transporting goods into northern Kosovo via secondary routes. 
Rohan: A rightful decision (Express)

Express quoted on the front page on Sunday, Ambassador Albert Rohan as saying that the Kosovo Government’s decision to introduce reciprocity measures vis-a-vis Serbia was rightful, perfect and legitimate. “Kosovo authorities were absolutely right to deploy customs officers and police troops in the north. Everyone in the European Union should understand this. EULEX should extend its activity in the north. KFOR acted very well. The agenda of the next couple of months should be to establish lawfulness in the north,” Rohan said.

Several dailies on Sunday covered the meeting that Kosovo’s Foreign Minister Enver Hoxhaj had in New York with United Nations Secretary General Ban Ki-moon. A press release issued by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs noted that the UN Secretary General highlighted the necessary to maintain security in Kosovo and hailed the positive role of KFOR in fulfilling this goal. 
“I call on all parties to contribute to the calming of the situation. Although there may be splits within the Security Council on certain issues related to Kosovo, all member states support peace and stability in Kosovo,” Ban Ki-moon was quoted as saying.

Kusari-Lila: No lack of food products in the north (dailies)

Kosovo’s Trade and Industry Minister Mimoza Kusari-Lila ruled out claims by Serbian officials about the lack of food products in northern Kosovo. Kusari-Lila was quoted as saying in the Sunday press that no part of Kosovo’s market was showing lack of products as a result of the government’s decision to ban imports from Serbia. She added that reports for lack of food products are Belgrade’s propaganda about an alleged humanitarian crisis in order to open the border crossing points. 
“Serb citizens are free to drive small vehicles to Serbia and get food supplies for individual consumption because the border is closed only for commercial products. We told international institutions that we are willing to assist them with food products, but at the same time they are free to get supplies from the southern side and from Kosovar merchants and sellers,” Kusari-Lila added.
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
