Hague adds pressure against Serbian resolution (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports on the front page that the Foreign Minister of Great Britain, William Hague, will be staying in Belgrade on Tuesday to tell the Belgrade authorities of the EU and USA stance against the draft resolution about Kosovo, which Belgrade submitted in the UN General Assembly. The Quint members, especially Great Britain, USA and France are in any circumstance rejecting the Serb draft resolution, which calls for talks between Kosovo and Serbia and, as it says in the draft resolution, for finding a joint solution. 

The visit of the British Foreign Minister to Belgrade follows the visit of the German Foreign minister, Guido Westerwelle, where he requested a change in Belgrade’s approach toward the resolution and harmonizing the draft resolution with the EU. 

European diplomats accredited in Belgrade told Koha Ditore in anonymity that the visits of Foreign Ministers in Belgrade have the purpose of informing the Serb diplomats about the reliability of the Quint countries, especially in the rejection of the draft resolution. “Belgrade submitted a draft resolution without consulting any of the Western embassies in Belgrade. Since then only one meeting of Quint countries has been held with the Serb Foreign minister, Jeremic. Ambassadors feel that they are helpless, therefore, the interventions of Foreign Ministers are welcomed”, said a high European official accredited in Belgrade to the newspaper.  

Krasniqi: EU aims resolution that recognizes independence (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that the Head of Kosovo Assembly, Jakup Krasniqi, has stated that a lot that has to do with Kosovo will be clarified and specified in the work of the UN General Assembly, which is expected to be held in the first week of September. Krasniqi said to Koha Ditore that the last efforts of the European Union for change of the Serb draft resolution presented for discussion in the session of UN General Assembly are contributing to a climate where Kosovo and Serbia would be obliged to talk with each other about issues of mutual interest. 
At the same time, according to Krasniqi, at the time when Serbia will accept the reality that Kosovo’s independence is irreversible, it will then be possible for faster integration, not only of Serbia, but also the integration of Kosovo and the whole region in Euro-Atlantic structures. While talking about the recent efforts of European Union officials to change the Serb draft resolution presented before the UN General Assembly, the Head of Kosovo Assembly, Jakup Krasniqi, stated that he sees those EU efforts in the framework of political engagement which should see a resolution which in some way recognizes the independence of Kosovo and afterwards creates the circumstances for talks between Kosovo and Serbia about technical issue which have to do with the life of citizens of both countries. “I see the engagement of the EU more as to create a resolution in some way or another which accepts the independent and sovereign state of Kosovo and a resolution which gives also to Serbia and Kosovo obligations to talk about technical issues”, said Krasniqi. 

Clinton: Skopje to position itself against the Serbian resolution (dailies)

Dailies report that U.S. Secretary of State, Hillary Clinton, has sent a letter to Macedonia in relation to the Serbian draft resolution against Kosovo. Clinton’s letter was presented to the Macedonian Foreign Ministry by the U.S. Ambassador to Skopje, which called on Skopje to reject the Serbian draft resolution.
South Africa does not change position on Kosovo (dailies)

Dailies report that the South African Foreign Minister Maite Nkoana Mashabane said on Monday that South Africa’s position to not recognize Kosovo’s independence remains the same. Mashabane made the remarks after a meeting with her Serbian counterpart Vuk Jeremic. The latter thanked the African state for “supporting Serbia's territorial sovereignty”.
Bosnia without a decision on Serbian resolution (Express)

Express reports that Bosnia’s Foreign Minister Sven Alkalaj said on Monday that the presidency of Bosnia and Herzegovina has made no decision yet on how it will vote on the Serbian resolution on Kosovo at the United Nations General Assembly on September 9th. “We don’t see there can be a development in Kosovo that would an influence on the situation in Bosnia and Herzegovina,” Alkalaj said in an interview with Reuters.

Albania calls on China to recognize the state of Kosovo (dailies)

Several dailies report that a delegation of the Communist Party of China has visited Tirana where they met the highest-ranking leaders of the Albanian state. Dailies highlight that President Bamir Topi and Prime Minister Sali Berisha have called on China to play a constructive role at the United Nations Security Council on the issue of Kosovo and to recognize the young state. Topi recalled Albania’s contribution to China’s membership in the Security Council and called on the Chinese state to contribute to an increased number of recognitions of the state of Kosovo. 

LDK with new leader by end of year (Koha Ditore)

Citing a KTV report, Koha Ditore reports that the Democratic League of Kosovo (LDK) will have a new leader before the end of this year. Even before the start of the campaign for party leader, certain LDK officials prefer Fatmir Sejdiu to have another mandate as party leader. LDK Secretary General Ramë Manaj said he favours Sejdiu. Meanwhile, Ukë Rugova, the son of former LDK leader and Kosovo President Ibrahim Rugova, is expected to join the LDK. 
Rugova: I will start from Velania (Express)

Express carries the second part of the interview with Ukë Rugova, son of the late Kosovo President Ibrahim Rugova, who announced his decision to join the Democratic League of Kosovo (LDK). Rugova told the paper that he will start his race in the LDK branch of his late father in Velania. Rugova said the LDK needs political figures like Bujar Bukoshi and Isa Mustafa. He argued that the frozen post of party leader has created gaps in the hierarchy and leadership of the LDK. Rugova also said the ruling PDK-LDK coalition is for the good of the country and that the next parliamentary elections should be held according to the timetable. 

More pressure on Belgrade to shed light on the fate of missing (dailies)

Several dailies carry reports on the International Day of Missing Persons, with Koha Ditore reporting that while 1,837 persons from Kosovo are still missing, representatives of families of missing persons have criticized local institutions for a lack of proper engagement on the matter. On the other hand, government officials say the international community should apply pressure on Belgrade to give more information about the whereabouts of missing persons.

Dailies quote International Civilian Representative Pieter Feith as saying that all necessary means should be used to treat legal, social and economic uncertainties of families of missing persons. Feith also said he encourages the Assembly of Kosovo to adopt a law on missing persons which would strengthen the support for family members and their efforts to rebuild their lives.
The leading front-page headline in Bota Sot reads Serbia massacred them, now it keeps the corpses of Albanians hostage. The paper also quotes Deputy Prime Minister Ramë Manaj as saying that Belgrade is directly responsible for the failure to resolve the fate of missing persons.

Lajm reports that the Berisha family from Suhareka continues to search for 23 missing members of their family and are irritated by the empty promises of politicians on the International Day of Missing Persons.
Police “reformatting”, discharges in the north (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that the Commander of the police station in the north of Mitrovica, Milija Milosevic, did not work on many of the interventions sent to the General Director of Kosovo police in Pristina, Behar Selimi. Selimi has taken the decision to suspend Milosevic from his duty while replacing him with another Serb. The police commander, who is rumoured to have committed serious violations, arbitrary interference in the investigation cases and to have had close cooperation with Belgrade, has been discharged from duty and been replaced by Branislav Kragovic, who until Monday was the Commander at the border point Jarinje. Instead of Kragovic at the border point, Zvezdan Spasojevic has been appointed to Jarinje.
