Kosovo Media Highlights
Security Council does not condemn police action in the north (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that the UN Security Council did not approve a declaration proposed by Russia to condemn the action of the Kosovo police in the north on 25 July. 
The Russian Ambassador to the Security Council, Vitaly Churkin, did not present the proposal at the session, “because of rejection of other members”. The action was also not condemned during the speeches of other member states.  Only the Russian representative and the Serbian Foreign Minister, Vuk Jeremic condemned the actions. 
The Russian Ambassador expressed his disappointment, about what he described as a “silence of the Security Council towards the violence.” He added that the situation in the north of Kosovo should return to how it was prior to 26 July and that UNMIK should be strengthened. 
Churkin also  repeated Russia’s reservations about the EULEX Task Force, which will be investigating the allegations raised in the report by Dick Marty’s report.  He said that the “fact that an American has been appointed the head of the Task Force is bad news”. In her response, American Ambassador at the Security Council, Rosemary di Carlo, chose to ignore the remarks of Churkin, and only recalled that EULEX is an EU mission and the Task Force is a EULEX mechanism. 
The French, German and British Ambassadors at the Security Council requested constructive dialogue by both parties. They along with the US, during their speeches emphasized that the status of Kosovo is solved.  They said that the sovereignty of Kosovo is not questionable. During the speech by Acting Head of UNMIK, Farid Zarif, he requested further financial support for UNMIK.

First discussions on stamps, then customs  (Koha Ditore) 

Koha Ditore reports the facilitator of Pristina-Belgrade dialogue, Robert Cooper, attempted to reach a final agreement from Kosovar and Serbian authorities on the issues to be discussed at the next dialogue session in Brussels. According to Ditore’s international sources Kosovo stamps will be the main topic of discussion, followed by customs, and the operations of the two northern border gates. “One issue will bring the other. If the agreement on stamps were reached, then an arrangement on border points would be easier,” said a senior international official. “Arrangements for border points would be made according to CEFTA criteria,” added this source. 
Cooper visited Belgrade on Monday where he met with senior Serbian officials.  Tuesday he was in Pristina where he met with Prime Minister Thaçi, Deputy PM Tahiri and the Minister for European Integrations, Vlora Çitaku. 

Stefanovic: Parallel structures in the north not to be discussed in the dialogue (Koha Ditore) 

Koha Ditore reports the chief of Serbia’s delegation for the EU-facilitated discussions with Kosovo Borislav Stefanovic said at a press conference Monday, after a meeting with EU mediator Robert Cooper, that the issue of parallel structures operating in the north of Kosovo will not be discussed at the 2 September dialogue. Stefanovic said he conveyed Serbia’s official position- the issue of functioning of Serbian authorities in the north- “cannot be discussed in the next meeting in Brussels,” and added that he “has found full understanding on this issue.” According to Stefanovic, the issues to be discussed on 2 September are cadastre, telecommunications and customs stamps, and added that it is possible for the power supply and recognition of diplomas to be discussed. 
Delays on the report (Express) 

Express reports that the Minister of European Integrations Vlora Çitaku blamed Assembly deputies for not approving the draft laws proposed by the Government. This daily reports that Çitaku is not optimistic that Kosovo will receive a positive assessment by the European Commission. “The Progress Report cannot be better than the reality. And the reality is that we have advanced on very few laws,” said  Çitaku. 

Express reports that this year’s report is expected to also address events in the north. 

Pack requests the removal of parallel structures (Express)

Express reports that German European Parliament deputy Doris Pack requested Belgrade stop its using its influence over Serb parallel structure in the north of Kosovo. “Parallel structures in the north should be removed”, said Pack. In an interview for Serb media, she said that the dialogue between Belgrade and Pristina cannot be just a show, but something that results in the improvement of daily life for citizens. 

WikiLeaks: Belgrade plans division of Kosovo (Epoka e Re)

Epoka e Re reports that American Embassy cables from Pristina and Belgrade published by WikiLeaks discuss the situation in the north of Kosovo. In one of the cables, it reads that Borko Stefanovic, the head negotiator for Serbia in Brussels is not the most important, but the foreign policy advisor for Serbian President Boris Tadic, Jovan Ratkovic. “Ratkovic told Cooper that Belgrade should accept that it can never rule Kosovo again, therefore Kosovo should accept that it will not rule north of the Iber”, Ratkovic in one of cables.
