Belgrade proposes removal of barricades (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports the leaders of parallel Serb institutions in Kosovo met with Serb President, Boris Tadic, on Sunday evening to plan the removal of barricades from the roads in northern Kosovo. “After our return from Belgrade we will hold a joint meeting of municipal assemblies where we implement the measures needed to fulfill our obligations under the agreement reached. We will enable full freedom of movement”, stated Radenko Nedeljkovic, so-called the Head of Mitrovica Municipality, on Sunday night. The removal of barricades is a condition of the agreement reached between KFOR, Pristina and Belgrade to temporarily resolve the stand-off in northern Kosovo. In recent days, local Serbs had disobeyed calls from Belgrade to remove the barricades, forcing KFOR to use alternate routes to reach border points 1 and 31.

Great Britain and Germany request solution recognizing Kosovo’s borders  (Dailies) 

Dailies reports that the Great Britain and Germany warned Serbia and Kosovo that they were harming their chances for European Union membership, if they allowed the continuation of ethnic tensions along their border. In a joint statement to be published on Monday in the German daily Frankfurter Allgemeine Zeitung, the German Minister of Foreign Affairs Guido Westerwelle and his Bristish counterpart William Hague requested Pristina and Belgrade end the border crisis. “Serbia and Kosovo should find a diplomatic solution that recognizes Kosovo’s borders, improves the lives of everyone and sets the two states back on track towards EU membership,” said the Ministers, adding that “if they do not do this, they will loose this historic chance.” 

Thaçi: Now, division does not exist even in Belgrade’s dreams (Koha Ditore) 

Koha Ditore reports that Kosovo’s Prime Minister Hashim Thaçi said in an interview to Radio Free Europe, that “with the agreement reached yesterday, we achieved three objectives: complete respect of reciprocity, complete discontinuance of smuggling and complete control of the territory of the Republic of Kosovo.” In the interview he added that what should have happened in 1999, happened in July 2011. Thaçi said that after 25 July, Serbia’s dream to divide Kosovo is gone. He also promised that rule and order would be established in the North, stressing that Kosovo has international support to do so. 

Mustafa: Thaçi called me after the agreement on the North (Koha Ditore)

Koha Ditore reports that the Head of LDK, Isa Mustafa, did not positively evaluate the level of transparency and the level of coordination from the Kosovo Government with other actors in the country in regards to the agreement reached with KFOR on the North. “Prime Minister Thaçi informed me by phone about the content of the agreement for the North of the country only after it had been reached”, said Mustafa.  He said that the circumstances in the North do not relate to reciprocity but to sovereignty. 

The key for the North (Express)

A former American diplomat stated that the problem of Kosovo cannot be solved without finding a solution to the North, and the key for this, according to him, is Belgrade. In regards to the possibility of this, the diplomat is skeptical saying that the continuation of dialogue between Kosovo and Serbia will be difficult because both parties “were angered very much last week”. “This does not mean that the parties will withdraw all together, the EU will try again to reach an agreement, but the negotiations were hit hard”, Abramowitz is cited as saying to Radio Free Europe.

Former Head of UNMIK, Harri Holkeri died (Express)

Express reports the former Administrator of Kosovo, Harri Holkeri died Sunday in Finland.  He was 74 years old.  Hlokeri is remembered as man of peace and diplomacy. Holkeri served less than one year in Kosovo, from March 2003 until May 2004, leaving due to health reasons. During his time here, Holkeri and UNMIK were criticized for improper management of the March riots which left 19 dead.  Holkeri was also Prime Minister of Finland.

Divided about the dialogue (Express)

Express reports that Serb politicians from the North of Kosovo continue to be against the Kosovo-Serbia dialogue. They evaluate that Belgrade will be absolute looser in the dialogue.  Serbs from central Kosovo, however, support the dialogue believing that only through negotiations will  problems be solved. Marko Jaksic, The Serb Leader of Serbs in the North of Kosovo, says that restarting of the dialogue between Kosovo and Serbia will not depend at all from the stance of Kosovo Serbs , which according to him, is against the dialogue, because, as he says, this dialogue will not bring anything good to them. 
Judah: Pristina has infuriated the EU (Koha Ditore) 

Koha Ditore reports that in an opinion piece for the Economist, analysts Tim Judah, wrote that perhaps the public appreciated Pristina’s strong attempt to establish control at border points in the North, but the EU did not.  He says the EU fears that its achieved success in the discussions between Belgrade and Pristina could be harmed as a result of the situation in the North. According to him, most Kosovo Albanians, due to the fact that EU is not showing any signal to allow Kosovo to join the Schengen zone, say to the EU “why should we bother.” 
Covic accuses Dell for the North (Zëri) 

Based on Serbian news agency B92, Zëri reports that former Deputy Prime Minister of Serbia, Nebojsa Covic, accused the U.S. Ambassador in Pristina Christopher Dell, as the mastermind behind the attack on the border in the North of Kosovo. According to him, it is impossible that no one from the international community knew about the action of special unit, ROSU. “At this moment, I can confirm that Ambassador Dell was behind everything that happened,” Covic reportedly said.
